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Locality Discussion Paper —
Hill Top and Yerrinbool

This paper summarises proposed zonings and permissible development within the
villages of Hill Top and Yerrinbool.

Information applicable to both villages

Currently, residential subdivision controls are largely controlled through DCP 16
with the exception of the Residential 2(al), 2(a2) and 2(c) zones which are defined
under WLEP 1989 as being 4000m?, 2000m? and 1000m? respectively. Under the
draft 2007 LEP all minimum lot sizes will be indicated on the Land Zoning, Lot Size
and Heritage Map.

Under the draft 2007 LEP it is proposed to permit the erection of attached and
detached dual occupancy developments in the R2 Low Density Residential
zone. Subdivision however will only be permitted for developments on corner
allotments with a minimum 1000m? and which have access to reticulated town
water and sewerage systems. The development standards such as size, height,
floor space ratio, vehicular access, parking and so on will be contained within
the relevant DCP.

Cluster housing is the only form of ‘multi unit’ housing permissible in the
Residential A and Residential 2(a2) zones under Wingecarribee LEP 1989.
Under the draft 2007 LEP, it is intended to prohibit all forms of medium density
development within the R2 zone.

With regard to dual occupancy in the R5 Large Lot Residential zone under the
draft 2007 LEP, attached dual occupancies only will be permissible with
consent. Detached dual occupancies will be prohibited.

Attached dual occupancies are currently limited to a maximum of 90m? for sites
larger than 1000m?. The development standards for attached dual occupancies
will be contained in the relevant DCP.

Under the new LEP all forms of multi unit housing including cluster housing
would be prohibited in the R5 zone.
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Hill Top

Commercial Area

Existing shops and the area bounded by West Parade, Madeline Street and Vera
Street will be rezoned from 2(c) Village to B2 Local Centre.

Residential Area

There will be two Residential zones in Hill Top —

Proposed Zoning Current Equivalent Zoning
R2 Low Density Residential Residential 2(c)
R5 Large Lot Residential Residential 2(al)

Residential land zoned 2(c) Village will be rezoned to R2 Low Density Residential
with a minimum lot size of 1000m?.

Land zoned 2(al) will be rezoned to R5 Large Lot Residential with a minimum lot
size of 4000m?.

Privately owned land zoned 1(a) will be rezoned to E3 Environmental
Management.

Publicly owned land zoned 1(a) will be rezoned to E2 Environmental Conservation.

There are a large number of existing undersized allotments within Hill Top which
were created in the early part of the 20" century. These allotments are not large
enough to be built on individually and consequently require at least 2, 3 or even
more to be amalgamated in order to achieve a site sufficiently large to permit a
house to be built. To ensure this occurs, a specific provision has been included in
the Draft LEP 2007 which has been reproduced below with the relevant sections
applicable to Hill Top highlighted in bold. This clause requires a minimum area of
700m? and allotment width of 20 metres in order to build a dwelling house in the R2
Low Density residential zone and minimum area of 4000m? if located within the R5
Large Lot Residential Zone.

46 Development of existing allotments in Zones R2, R3 andR5 (local)

(1)  This clause applies to lots in Zones R2, R3 and R5 that were created
before the commencement of this Plan and that:

(@) have an area of not less than the area specified on the Lot
Size Map for those zones, or

(b) were created for the purpose of the erection of a dwelling
house, dual occupancy development or multi dwelling housing
under Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 1989, or

(c) if located in Zone R2 at Hill Top, have:

()  an area of not less than 700 m?, and
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(i) a width of not less than 20 m at the front alignment of
the dwelling house, or

(d) if located in Zone R5 west of Cumberteen Street, Hill Top, have an
area of not less than 4,000 m? and, in the opinion of the consent
authority, is suitable for such a purpose having regard to:

0] the availability of vehicular access to the land, and

(ii) the availability of public utility services to the land, and

(iii) the physical, geotechnical, drainage, flooding and bush fire
risk characteristics of the land.

(2) Despite any other provision of this Plan, development consent may be given
for erection of a dwelling house, dual occupancy development or multi
dwelling housing on a lot to which this clause applies.

Open Space Land

Council has identified a number of existing areas of Public Open Space within the
Shire to be rezoned and reclassified under the draft LEP. In relation to Hill Top, the
following reclassification applies:

Commercial Area

The general store on the Old Hume Highway will be rezoned from 2(c) Village to B1
Neighbourhood Centre.

Residential Areas

There will be two Residential zones in Yerrinbool —

R5 Large Lot Residential Residential 2(al)

Residential land zoned 2(c) Village will be rezoned to R2 Low Density Residential
with a minimum lot size of 1000m?.

Land zoned 2(al) will be rezoned to R5 Large Lot Residential with a minimum lot
size of 4000m?.

Land on Everest Street will be rezoned from Rural Small Holdings 1(c) to R5 with a
minimum lot size of 4000m?.
Rural Area

Privately owned land zoned 5(c) Water Catchment will be rezoned to E3
Environmental Management.

Publicly owned land zoned 5(c) Water Catchment will be rezoned to E2
Environmental Conservation.

Heritage Items and Conservation Areas
Heritage items in Yerrinbool are shown on the appropriate Land Zoning, Lot Size
and Heritage Map and individual heritage items are listed in Schedule 5 of the draft

LEP.

The conservation and management of heritage items is dealt with under Clause 35
of the draft LEP.
