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Locality Discussion Paper – Moss Vale 
 

 
This paper summarises proposed zonings and permissible development within the 
town of Moss Vale. The paper should be read in conjunction with the Commercial and 
Residential thematic papers. 

 

Commercial Areas 

·  There will be four commercial zones in Moss Vale –  

 

Proposed Zone Current Zoning Equivalent 

B1  Neighbourhood Centre 3(a) Business 

B2   Local centre 3(a) Business  

B4   Mixed Use No comparable zone 

B5   Business Development 3(b) Business Special 

 
·  Changes to current zonings will result in an additional 9,915m2 of commercial 

land within the Moss Vale CBD. 
 

·  The largest increase will result from the rezoning of former Railway land 
opposite Valetta Street, but this will be partially offset by the rezoning to R3 
Medium Density Residential of land between Creek Street and Yarrawa Street 
which is currently zoned 3(a) and occupied by Bunnings.  

 
·  The B1 zone is located adjacent to the caravan park on the corner of Creek 

Street and Cherry Tree Close and is currently zoned 3(a). 
 

·  The central business district (CBD) will continue to focus on Argyle and 
Clarence Streets. 

 
·  The CBD will be supported by an area of B4 Mixed Use land on the southern 

side of Argyle Street east of Valetta Street.   
 

·  A second area of B4 Mixed Use land is located on the southern side of Argyle 
Street between the Illawarra Highway, the Moss Vale-Unanderra Railway Line 
and Showground. 

 
·  An area of B5 Business Development is located on the northern side of Argyle  
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Street and west of Hawkins Street  (former SRA land and land adjoining). 
 

·  A second B5 Business Development area is located on Lackey Road between 
Garrett Street and Farmers Place currently occupied by Harvey Norman.  

 

Residential Areas  

 
·  Currently, residential subdivision controls are largely controlled through DCP 16 with 

the exception of the Residential 2(a1), 2(a2) and 2(c) zones which are defined under 
WLEP 1989 as being 4000m2, 2000m2 and 1000m2 respectively.  Under the draft 2007 
LEP all minimum lot sizes will be indicated on the Land Zoning, Lot Size and Heritage 
Map. 

 
·  There will be three Residential zones in Moss Vale –

R2 Low Density Residential 
 

·  Under the draft 2007 LEP minimum lot sizes in the R2 zones in Moss Vale are 
either 700m2 or 2,000m2. 

 
·  One area of 2,000m2 lots is located to the south of the Illawarra Highway in the 

vicinity of Woodville, Narellan and Villiers Roads.  
 

·  The second area of 2,000m2 lots is located to the east of Argyle Street north of 
the Moss Vale to Unanderra railway line. 

 
·  The remaining R2 land throughout the town has a minimum lot size of 700m2.  

 
·  Under the draft 2007 LEP it is proposed to permit the erection of attached and 

detached dual occupancy developments in the R2 zone. Subdivision however 
will only be permitted for developments on corner allotments with a minimum 
1000m2 and which have access to reticulated town water and sewerage 
systems. The development standards such as size, height, floor space ratio, 
vehicular access, parking and so on will be contained within the relevant DCP. 

 
·  Cluster housing is the only form of ‘multi unit’ housing permissible in the 

Residential A and Residential 2(a2) zones under Wingecarribee LEP 1989. 
Under the draft 2007 LEP, it is intended to prohibit all forms of medium density 
development within the R2 zone.  

 
·  A future Urban Release Area at the western end of Broughton Street has been 

included in the R2 zone.  This site is expected to yield in the vicinity of 350-400 
dwellings. 
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R3 Medium Density Residential 

 
·  Several areas of R3 zoned land are proposed to provide increased housing 

opportunities close to the town centre: 
 

o North side of Argyle Street between Yarrawa Road, Mann Crescent and 
Creek Street. 

 
o North side of Argyle Street between Yarrawa Road, Browley Street and 

Public School. 
 

o South side of Argyle Street between North, Street, East Street and 
Yarrawa Road. 

 
o South side of Argyle Street between Yarrawa Road, Spring Street and 

Railway Street 
 

o Between Throsby Street and the railway line adjacent to the 
Throsby/Arthur Street Conservation Area.   

 
o Kirkham Road. 

 
o Arthur Street adjacent to the B2 Local Centre zoned land. 

 
o Land bounded by Elizabeth and Argyle Streets between Illawarra 

Highway and Valetta Street. 
 

o Northern side of Argyle Road between and Hoskins Street and The 
Moss Vale Unanderra Railway Line adjacent to the B2 Local Centre 
zoned land. 

 
o Waite Street between the church and the B2 Local Centre zoned land. 

 
o Elizabeth Street, between the Valetta Street Conservation Area and 

Donkin Avenue 
 

o Lackey Road between Whites Creek and Garrett Street  
 

·  The minimum subdivision size for land under the R3 Medium Density 
Residential zone is 700m2, excluding Strata subdivision. 

 
·  Dual occupancy developments and their subdivision is permissible for all 

developments on land zoned R3 Medium Density Residential. 
 

·  Under the draft 2007 LEP all forms of multi unit housing, will be permissible in 
the R3 zone. The development standards such as type, size, height, floor space 
ratio, site coverage, vehicular access, parking and so on will be contained 
within the DCP. 

 
·  Land within the Throsby/Arthur Street Conservation Area has been downzoned 

to R2 due to heritage issues. 
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R5 Large Lot Residential 
 

·  One area of R5 Large Lot Residential zoned land, with a minimum lot size of 
4,000m2, is proposed under the draft 2007 LEP.  This area is located off 
Farnborough Drive to the east of the town, which is consistent with the current 
Residential 2(a1) 4,000m2 minimum allotment zoning. 

 
·  Under the draft 2007 LEP attached dual occupancies only will be permissible 

with consent in the R5 zone.  Detached dual occupancies will be prohibited.  
 

·  Attached dual occupancies are currently limited to a maximum of 90m2 for sites 
larger than 1000m2. The development standards for attached dual occupancies 
will be contained in the relevant DCP. 

 
·  Under the new LEP all forms of multi unit housing including cluster housing 

would be prohibited in the R5 zone. 
 
 
Industrial Areas 
 

·  Under the draft 2007 LEP the majority of Industrial Land to the west of Moss 
Vale Enterprise Corridor along Douglas Road and Berrima Road will be zoned 
IN1 General Industrial.  

 
·  Industrial Land in Vale Road and Lytton/Lackey Road area will also be zoned 

IN1 General Industrial. 
 

·  Three areas of IN2 Light Industrial land are proposed: 
 

o Land bounded by Lackey Road, Parkes Road and Farmers Place  
o West of Suttor Road adjoining the IN1 land in that location and opposite 

Rytina Place 
o Berrima Road between Bulwer Road and the cemetery. 

 
·  There are two areas of IN3 Heavy Industrial proposed. These two areas reflect 

the current industrial activities occurring on the sites which are deemed to be 
heavy Industry, these are: 

o Northern section of McCourt Road north of the proposed Moss Vale 
Bypass  

o Land between the Main Southern Railway Line and the Spur Line to 
Berrima Blue Circle. 

 
·  Development standards in relation to the subdivision and development of 

Industrial zoned land will not be included in the draft 2007 LEP. Such 
requirements will be incorporated into a new Development Control Plan 
specifically for Industrial Areas. 

 
·  The land along Berrima Road identified as the Moss Vale Enterprise Zone 

under WLEP 1989 has been rezoned to IN1. 
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Open Space Land 

 
·  Council has identified a number of existing areas of Public Open Space within the 

Shire to be rezoned and reclassified under the draft LEP. In relation to Moss Vale, 
the following reclassifications apply:

·  The conservation and management of heritage items is dealt with under Clause 35 
of the draft LEP.
