1.2.1 Fire Hydrants 

Fire hydrant supply shall be provided via a new water meter located at the Eldridge Park Road 

provided by the local authority. The fire hydrant supply shall then reticulate from the new water 

meter to all proposed fire hydrants to be installed as part of the contract scope of work. 

As no structures proposed on the site exceed 3 floors in vertical height, it is envisaged that all 

hydrants shall be external to all proposed new structures with all fire hydrants being located a 

minimum of 10 metres from the roofline of the proposed structure. 

It is not possible, at the time of issue of this report, to determine if fire pumps and water storage 

are required as the local authority have not provided the information resulting from a flow and 

pressure test of the existing street main.  

1.2.2 Fire Hose Reels 

Fire hose reels shall be provided to all new structures proposed for the site. Fire hose reel 

supply shall be provided as a branch from the fire hydrant main as required to provide fire hose 

reels within 4 metres of fire exit doors. 

It is recommended to document fire hose reel cupboards with required door signage to all fire 

hose reels for building aesthetics. 

1.2.3 Emergency Lighting 
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Emergency lighting shall be provided in order to provide a safe exit from the building during a 

power outage or in an emergency situation such as a fire alarm. 

The system shall be designed in accordance with AS/NZS 2293 as a minimum with additional 

requirements taken from the mentioned standards and codes of practise specific to the pool 

complex environment unless otherwise determined by the user group. 

1.2.4 Standby Power Supply 

It is not proposed to install any form of standby power facility such as diesel generators etc. on 

this project.
