0-EP3 S96 Modification: Extension to Bradman Museu  m (Deferral of Car Parking
Construction)

REF: DEP LUA 09/0130.01

A s.96 modification application has been received which seeks to defer the construction of a
section of car parking (within the Council road reserve in Glebe Street) associated with the
proposed extension of the Bradman Museum for a period of twelve months.

REPORT

The Bradman Foundation has lodged a s.96 modification seeking to defer the construction of
20 on street car parking spaces. The Foundation has stated:

Due to the limitation of funds, we seek deferment of the 20 car spaces and the lowering of
the gas main to accommodate the car parking spaces. The cost to lower the gas main is
$189 000 and to construct the car parks is in the order of $80 000. Total cost is
approximately $270 000.

The amount of funding from the Commonwealth is a finite amount.

The tenders received for the Base Building exceed our budget. This puts pressure on the
available funding for the fit out component of the works and therefore the visitor experience.

In order to ensure the visitation levels are achieved, we need to ensure that the visitation
experience is the Worlds Best Practice. Increased visitation levels will benefit the whole of
the highlands.

Subject to agreement from Council, the Foundation proposes to undertake the works in
Glebe Street after twelve months of tracking the new facility.

The car parking spaces are located in Glebe Street in close proximity to the children’s
playground (Attachment 1 ). The approved plans indicate 20 car spaces to be formalised in
this location The Bradman Foundation is seeking to defer the construction of these spaces
until after the new facility has been in trading for 12 months.

The existing development consent has a condition which states:

Condition 39(b) (ii)

“The proposed car park within the Glebe Street Road reserve shall include the
following:

a) Car park shall be designed, constructed, line marked and signposted in
accordance Australian Standards AS2890.5 and provide adequate
manoeuvring space.

b)  Car park spaces shall be designed to grade to the proposed dish drain within
Glebe Street.

C) The applicant is to provide the further twenty nine (29) car parking spaces in
Glebe Street if / when the annual visitation to the Museum reaches 40,000 per
annum. Council is to be supplied details of annual visitation to the Museum to
be provided in February each year for the previous year.

d) The car park design shall ensure there is no net loss of existing parking
spaces (additional to the 20 proposed) within the surrounding streets and
vicinity of Glebe Park. It is noted that there is 60 informal parking spaces
surrounding Glebe Park

e) Car park shall be constructed with 25mm of AC10 asphaltic concrete (AC)
surface located over a minimum compacted pavement thickness of 250mm or
to match existing pavement (Whichever is greater).”

Part (c) of the above condition already provided for the deferral of additional formalised
parking further north in Glebe Street based subject to increased visitation rates. There is
currently sufficient car parking around the museum for the existing visitors; moreover, it is
unknown at this stage to what extent the new development will increase visitor numbers.
Given the costs associated with the construction of the parking spaces it is considered that
the deferral of the construction of these spaces for the first twelve months of operation is
reasonable.

PUBLIC CONSULTATION

Surrounding owners were notified of the s.96 application for a period of two weeks. Only two
submissions were received, one which supports the deferral of the spaces and the other
objects to the extension of the Bradman Museum (referring to the building design which was
approved in June).

| CONCLUSION

In conclusion, as stated above, given the costs associated with the construction of the
parking spaces it is considered that the deferral of the construction of these spaces for the
first twelve months of operation is reasonable. It is recommended that Condition 39 be
amended to reflect this.

REPORT

Mr Peter Tyree has made an offer to Council to donate $15,000 on behalf of himself and his
wife, to Council's Bert Flugelman Public Sculpture Fund. Mr Tyree confirmed the offer on 21
August 2009 as a personal donation made because of a long personal connection to the
location, Corbett Plaza, the family being the donor of the fountain that was previously located
there. Further, he hopes that the donation may encourage other private donor’s to support
local public art, contributing towards the beautification of various locations across the Shire.
Mr Tyree further advised that the donation could be publicly announced.

As the Tyree family is a party to a potential planning proposal at Sutherland Park that is soon
to be considered by Council, advice was sought from ICAC to establish a preferred method
of dealing with both situations in a transparent and open process to avoid any potential for a
conflict of interest and more importantly, any perception of corrupt behaviour.

ICAC further advised that the offer of the donation should be made public knowledge as soon
as possible, that the process of dealing with each matter be kept separate and that a strategy
be drafted to deal with the situation.

The following is the suggested strategy:

The offer of the donation be made in writing — this has been done

Council determine acceptance of the donation in an open forum such as the Council
meeting

The receipt of the donation be made public

A letter be sent from Council to Mr & Mrs Tyree confirming that the donation is non-
conditional

Options for dealing with the Sutherland Park planning proposal have been developed
which include the use of an external planning consultant in the initial assessment
process.

| 0-EP7 Disposing of Abandoned Vehicles

| REF: EHM 5509/2

This report is presented in response to a question raised by Clr Halstead at the meeting of
9 September 2009. In his reply, the Mayor, Clr Gair, advised that a report to Council would
be prepared regarding current abandoned vehicle procedures.

REPORT

Council would be aware that an ICAC investigation was initiated after concerns were raised
in January 2007 regarding processes of the impounding and sale of abandoned vehicles. It is
confirmed that all available information pertaining to the abandoned vehicle process was
made available to ICAC during the investigation. Results of the investigation found that there
was mismanagement of the procedure, and since this time adherence to processes as laid
out in the Impounding Act 1993 have been followed.

In particular Council should note that:

The Impound Register has been kept complete and up to date since May 2007. It is
available to be viewed at Council's Customer Service counter by any member of the
public.

All impounded vehicles are kept at Council's impounding yard for the required 28 day
period to allow for the owner to reclaim. It has been the view of the Ranger Unit that
since the investigation in 2007 it is best to keep all vehicles, even those assessed at
under $500 in value, at the impounding yard prior to being sold via an Expression Of
Interest (EOI) process. It needs to be noted that under the Impounding Act, an
impounding officer has the authority to destroy impounded vehicles if they assess, on
reasonable grounds, the value to be under $500.

Vehicles are sold via EOI once the impound yard is full rather than every time a vehicle
has passed the 28 day period. It has been assessed that this is the best use of resources
to organise the sale of impounded articles.

Proceeds of the sale of impounded articles (net of costs of sale) are held for 12 months
in case an owner makes a claim.

The Manager Environment and Health is currently evaluating the level of security at the
Impound Yard. There is evidence that the current level of fencing is inadequate to deter
people climbing the fence and entering the yard illegally.

A list of Council’s investments as at 31% August 2009 has been included on Attachment 1
for information. All Investments have been made in accordance with the Local Government
Act, the Regulations and Council’s Investment Policy.

It should be noted that the investments have been listed at their face value and also an
estimated market value. This market value has been provided to Council by the ANZ bank as
Council's Safe Custody nominee. The ANZ have advised that these values are based on a
forecast model and information from a number of market providers and participants. As
stated these figures are only estimates which may not necessarily reflect the potential
“realisable value” or the actual value if the CDO’s were sold in the current market conditions.

Market value is typically a combination of interest rates, credit quality and liquidity. It can be
clearly seen that the current values have been severely impacted by the current credit crisis,
world recession and lack of available markets.

Interest received from investments totalled $39,394.97 as at 31% August 20009.

INTRODUCTION

The Minister for Climate Change and Environment has offered Council funding of up to
$185,000 under the State Floodplain Management Program for the following projects:

Bowral Golf Course Detention Basin (Investigation & Design);

Burradoo Catchment BU2 Flood Study and Floodplain Risk Management Study;
Whites Creek Floodplain Risk Management Study;

Wingecarribee River Flood Study and Floodplain Risk Management Study;
Retford Park Detention Basin Design.

The majority of these projects are following on from previous studies that were undertaken
using previous years funding allocations.

In addition Council can also seek access to funding via the Program from the Voluntary
Purchase pool for one property that was recommended for purchase in Berrima as part of the
Berrima Floodplain Risk Management Study.

BUDGET IMPLICATIONS

Funding under the program is offered on a 2:1 (State:Council) ratio. The total notional
funding allocation is for $185,000. Therefore Council will be responsible for providing
$92,500 in “matching” funding for the offer. It is suggested that the funding is split across the
projects in the following way:

REPORT OF DIRECTOR INFRASTRUCTURE SERVICES

Last year Council’'s matching funds were allocated from the Stormwater Drainage Levy. Due
to the timing of this year’s funding offer from the Government matching funding from the
stormwater levy will not be available until next financial year.

Therefore a funding source needs to be allocated for Council’s matching contribution of
$92,500.

Due to the timing and progressive expenditure of these projects this amount may not be
required in full prior to the 2010/11 financial year.

Council has written to the DECCW requesting an extension of four weeks to the usual 45
days required to accept the grant offer from the State Government to permit time for this
report to come before Council.

Apart from the Wingecarribee River Flood Study which is a new project, the funding offered
is for continuing on-going studies that are part of on-going projects that are already being
undertaken by Council and some are nearing completion.

As a result of the funding program, Council achieves good value for money on these studies
as it only contributes only one-third of the project cost.

Council currently has restricted assets of $72,345.75 in relation to pre 1993 Section 94
drainage contributions that are not under plans and are not committed to Section 94 related
projects. It is recommended that these funds are utilised to fund the bulk of Council’'s
matching contribution.

| 0-1S2 Additional Parking Options for Moss Vale Rail ~ way Underpass Vicinity

| REF: DPM 7460/26

Reporting on options to provide additional parking in Moss Vale in the vicinity of the railway
underpass in Moss Vale.

REPORT

A recent proposal to improve traffic safety (and enabling future installation of traffic signals)
for turning traffic at the intersections of Argyle Street with Lackey Road and Arthur Street,
requires the removal of 13 on street parking spaces (time restricted to 1 hour). Four (4)
spaces are located on the southern side of Argyle Street (between Railway Street and Arthur
Street) and 9 spaces are located on the northern side of Argyle Street (between Lackey
Road and east of Arthur Street). The proposal is shown on Attachment 1.

Council at its meeting of 22 July 2009 resolved (MN 314/09):

THAT a report is requested to come back to Council in relation to options for the
provision of additional parking in the vicinity of the railway underpass on Argyle Street
in Moss Vale.

OPTION 1 — RAILWAY STREET IMPROVEMENTS - PRELIMINAR Y ESTIMATED COST
$115,000 (APPROX. $8,850 PER SPACE)

Additional on street parking can be achieved by improving on street parking conditions
adjacent to the railway line in Railway Street by sealing the shoulder, installing kerb and
gutter, constructing a paved footway (connected to Argyle Street) and ensuring lighting
meets the relevant Australian standards. This will provide high standard parking at a location
clear of high traffic volumes in Argyle Street in close proximity to the parking spaces
proposed to be removed.

To achieve this, a minimum of 75 metres of Railway Street would need to be re-constructed
(along the eastern shoulder). It should also be considered that approximately 4 to 5 vehicles
currently utilise the unsealed shoulder (as found over two parking surveys), so the length
should be increased to 100m (minimum to accommodate 17 vehicles) to include the current
usage in Railway Street.

This option could be considered in future budgets, subject to a review of parking utilisation
following the completion of intersection improvements at Argyle Street, Lackey Road and
Arthur Street intersections.
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OPTION 2 — ACQUISITION OF PROPERTY IN THE VICINITY - PRELIMINARY
ESTIMATED COST $300,000 (APPROX. $30,000 PER SPACE)

Replacement off street parking could also possibly be provided by acquiring a property in a
nearby location. This option should be considered carefully, as the peak weekday surveys
indicate that off street car parks in the western Moss Vale town centre are only 33% utilised
at the peak parking demand period (12 noon). The quality of the car park appears to have
little bearing on the utilisation, whereby both sealed and unsealed, were both found to be
under utilised in the study area. Optimum parking utilisation is considered to be 85% (good
balance between supply and demand without over investing).

This option is not recommended.

OPTION 3 — IMPROVED PEDESTRIAN LINKAGES IN THE TOWN CENTRE

The Moss Vale Town Centre can be better connected by improving pedestrian linkages. The
main barriers to providing improved connectivity are Argyle Street during periods of high
traffic flow and Whytes Creek — providing a direct connection between Mack Street and
Argyle Street, which passes the “Bi-Lo” carpark.

A pedestrian refuge is proposed in the future as an extension of the proposal as shown on
Attachment 1, immediately north of the Argyle Street, Lackey Road intersection. Other
pedestrian crossing facilities will be provided as part of traffic signal installations at the
intersections of Argyle Street with Lackey Road and Waite Street in the future.

Over the past decade or so, community groups have indicated a strong desire to construct a
walk way between the pathway in Whytes Creek, which terminates at the “Bi-Lo” carpark and
Arthur Street. Previous investigations have found that the last section would need to be built
on top of large drainage culverts, terminating at Argyle Street, just north of Arthur Street.
This work will be considered as part of the Whytes Creek Floodplain Risk Management
Study and Plan, currently in progress. A pedestrian link between Argyle Street and the path
on Whytes Creek, currently terminating at the “Bi-Lo” carpark, would improve Town Centre
pedestrian linkages and better utilise existing off street carparks in the subject precinct.

The cost of the Whytes Creek improvements was last estimated at approximately $700,000,
and will be reconsidered as part of the Whytes Creek Floodplain Risk Management Study
and Plan.

PARKING UTILISATION SURVEYS

Several surveys parking utilisation surveys have been undertaken in the Moss Vale town
centre over the past several years, with the latest undertaken on Friday 21 August and
Saturday 29 August 2009.

An on street and off street parking utilisation survey in Moss Vale (west of Arthur Street) was
undertaken on Thursday 14 February 2008 (Attachment 5). A similar survey (Attachment 6)
was undertaken in Moss Vale (east of Arthur Street) on 3 March 2005 (there was some
overlap). Both surveys were undertaken by “Austraffic” for the purpose of collecting data for
Council's TRACKS (transport network) model.
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Parking surveys (for use in TRACKS) are taken at 8 AM, 9 AM and 12 PM. Generally, it is
found that parking is at peak utilisation by 12 PM, so it is considered that there is no need to
survey into the afternoon.

The survey of 14 February 2008 indicated an under utilisation of parking in the precinct along
and immediately adjacent to Argyle Street between Arthur Street and Spring Street. Over
the area west of Arthur Street, 85 spaces out of 434 available on street spaces were utilised
(about 20%) at 12 PM, an additional 85 of 266 available off street spaces were utilised
(excluding the Moss Vale Services Club and the Dixon Street carparks), which represents
32% utilisation. An additional 173 spaces are provided at the Moss Vale Services and Dixon
Street carparks, which had 59 spaces (34%) utilised.

Given the concern over the proposed removal of 13 spaces between Lackey Road and
Arthur Street, to enable the implementation of the intersection improvements, it was
considered that another survey would either confirm or challenge the findings of earlier
surveys. Council staff undertook an on street parking survey on Friday 21 August 2009
(approx. 100m radius, centred at the Argyle Street railway overbridge), and extended the
survey to include 3 PM and 4 PM, the on street parking (over 54 surveyed spaces) had a
maximum utilisation of 36 spaces occupied (a utilisation of 67%). The survey, showing
actual location of parked vehicles, is shown on Attachment 5 (5 plots), available upon
request. This survey result was consistent to that taken on Thursday 14 February 2008 (and
the overlap with the 2005 survey).

Another survey of the same area covered by the survey of Friday 21 August 2009 was
undertaken on Saturday morning at 11 AM, 29 August 2009. The utilisation was found to be
24 spaces of the 54 surveyed, occupied (a utilisation of 44%).

It is concluded that, over several parking utilisation surveys undertaken, the peak utilisation
of on street spaces in the 100m radius precinct near the intersection of Argyle Street and the
Main Southern Railway overbridge is 67%, which indicates that there is a good reserve of
parking.

TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT AND PARKING

The subject location is situated in a high traffic area and it is recommended that both the
traffic and parking characteristics, over the long term, be considered. Attachment 2 provides
background discussion on parking and traffic issues at this location and the wider Moss Vale
town centre.

THAT the Paving of Paths Policy and Objections Received for Robertson Project be
deferred until the Ordinary Council Meeting on Wednesday, 23 September 2009 AND
THAT a further Information Session be held for Councillors on Wednesday, 23
September 2009 at 2.15 pm in relation to Council’s policy with regard to contributions
towards Paving of Paths.

INTRODUCTION

In a report to Council on 12 August 2009, Council was advised of the success of a grant
application to the Roads & Traffic Authority (RTA) which provided 50% funding for construction
work associated with Stage 1 of the shared path along the lllawarra Highway Robertson.

Following confirmation of the RTA offer and the re-allocation of IRS funds, Council was able to
confirm the extent of construction works. The four affected residents were then able to be
advised of their contribution towards the shared path in accordance with Councils revised
“Paving of Paths” policy adopted on 25 March 2009 MN27/98.

All four residents objected to the footpath contribution. In accordance with the current “Paving
of Paths” policy, objections from residents are to be reported to Council.

OBJECTIONS

To date, two written objections and two objections over the telephone have been received.
The two written objections have been circulated separately to all Councillors in the Weekly
Circular dated 28 August 2009. In summary, the objections have argued:

the contribution is “a totally unconscionable imposition”

“we refuse to pay this or any other levy as may be determined by Council and will
prepare a vigorous and determined defence of our position, should this be necessary”
“I cannot afford the contribution”
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“| pay rates, how dare Council ask for more”
COMMENTS

The policy is consistent with the provisions of Section 217, Division 3 of the Roads Act 1993
whereby, a Roads Authority may recover cost of paving, kerbing and guttering footways such
that:

(1) The owner of land adjoining a public road is liable to contribute to the cost
incurred by a roads authority in constructing or paving any kerb, gutter or footway
along the side of the public road adjacent to the land.

(2) The amount of the contribution is to be such amount (not more than half of the
cost) as the roads authority may determine.

(3) The owner of land the subject of such a determination becomes liable to pay the
amount determined on receiving notice of that amount.

(4) This section does not apply to the renewal or repair of any paving, kerb or gutter
in respect of which contributions have previously been paid and does not apply to
the Crown as regards public open space.

(5) In this section, a reference to a gutter includes, in the case of a roadway that is
laid to the kerb in a permanent manner, a reference to such part of the roadway as
is within 450 millimetres of the kerb.

The previous policy of 1998 allowed Council to collect a 50% contribution for footpaths and
kerb and gutter. The current policy adopted at the Council meeting on 25 March 2009,
allows Council to collect a 50% contribution for a 1.2 wide path irrespective if the path is a
“footpath” or a “shared path” up to a maximum of $2,000.

The current policy was adopted when considering funding issues for the proposed Erith
Street, Bundanoon shared path project. A community meeting for affected residents was
organised in February 2009. A total of six property owners were affected by the policy and
the relevant financial contribution. All affected residents objected to the policy and had either
written into Council or telephoned to voice their complaint. Work is due to commence on the
Erith Street path following completion of the Robertson project.

Similar issues are now being experienced with the interaction between Council staff and the
four residents along the lllawarra Highway, Robertson affected by a financial contribution for
the Stage 1 of the lllawarra Highway shared path. The owner of Lot 334 DP 734696,
lllawarra Highway has refused to enter into an agreement with Council to permit certain
permanent works associated with the construction of the shared path on the subject property,
as reported in the Council Weekly Circular dated 28 August 2009. If this matter is not
resolved, the progress of the project will be affected.

Several problems are experienced by Council staff whenever attempts are made to
implement the new policy on all pathway / shared path projects:
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Significant time and staff costs is consumed by professional technical staff when listening
to and reading resident complaints as well as when writing to respond and report on such
complaints

Project delivery times are being delayed

Frustrates negotiations between Council staff and affected property owners

Residents can apply under the hardship provisions which means their financial
contribution may not be paid for over three years

In light of continuing objections to the policy on every project, Council may wish to reconsider
the policy.

CONCLUSION

The current policy requires that objections to the footpath policy be reported to Council. This
report comments on two formal objections for the current Robertson project and
recommends that Council confirm its position in regards to the footpaving policy.

CONTRIBUTION TOWARD THE COST OF FOOTPAVING WORK

In accordance with Part 13, Division 3, Section 217 of the Roads Act 1993, the owner of land
adjoining paving work in relation to a footpath or shared path (ie; shared by pedestrians and
cyclists) will be required to contribute to the cost of the work at the rate stated in the current
edition of Council's Fees and Charges, being not more than half of the cost of the work.

The current maximum contribution shall be set at $85 per metre (inclusive of GST) and
subject to Consumer Price Adjustments. Refer to Council’s Current Fees & Charges for the
latest contribution rate.

A lesser amount shall be charged should the actual construction cost be less than $85 per
metre.

The affected property owner shall be invoiced at completion of the project.

The maximum contribution shall be capped at $2000 per property (inclusive of GST) and
subject to Consumer Price Adjustments. Refer to Council’s Current Fees & Charges for the
latest cap on contributions

The contribution is intended to reflect 50% of the cost of the actual construction of a 1.2metre
wide plain, 200mm thick, reinforced concrete path. In the case of a wider or coloured path,
Council is responsible for the cost difference

This contribution will apply in residential, village, business, industrial and rural zonings. The
policy will be applied to each allotment either already developed or capable of future
development under the current zoning.

In accordance with Section 217 a contribution will not be payable for repair or replacement
work on existing paved footpaths.
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In addition, where it is intended to construct kerb and gutter in association with the proposed
path, Council will not seek a contribution from the affected property owner for the kerb and
gutter.

Where the land owner has difficulty in paying the contribution, arrangements may be made
with the Financial Services Manager for extended payment terms up to a maximum of three
years.

CONSIDERATION OF OBJECTIONS

Owners will be notified of the intention to construct a footpath or shared path adjoining their
land, and advised of their approximate contribution.

Any objections to the proposal will be reported to Council.

BACKGROUND

The Bundanoon Community Association proposes to hold the official launch of “Bundy on
Tap” (no bottled water in Bundanoon) on the morning of Saturday 26 September 2009. The
organising committee seeks to close Railway Avenue (MR569) and Church Street (MR569)
in Bundanoon for two hours (10am -12noon) between the junctions of Osborne Street and
Osborn Avenue. Through traffic will be diverted along Osborne Street and Osborn Avenue
for the duration of the closure.

The organisers advise that the Master of Ceremonies (Nick Rheinberger of ABC lllawarra)
will introduce guests, singers and event organisers on Railway Avenue outside the Primula
Café with a cutting of ribbons to open the new water bubblers.

This matter has been referred to Council for approval because there was insufficient notice
or documentation to refer the matter to the Traffic Committee on 17 August 2009 or the two
subsequent Council meetings.

Goulburn Local Area Command has given approval for the event but advises that “In the
event of any emergency of vehicular concerns, the event will cease immediately.

The Roads and Traffic Authority is in the process of preparing a Road Occupancy Licence
(required for events on Main Roads) for the event.

CONCLUSION

There is no objection to the proposed road closure provided all the requirements for a special
event are completed.

The meeting commenced at 10.11am

1. PRESENTATION BY ROB PARKER — MULTIPLE SURFACE TYPES

Rob Parker, Civil Engineer and Project Manager, addressed the meeting urging the
consideration of asphalt cycle paths instead of concrete as they generally cost less and have
lower carbon emissions.

It was estimated that the use of asphalt could result in 30% more cycle paths being
constructed. Depending on the nature of the terrain some locations would always require a
concrete solution however the two types of surface treatments in the one path length should
be considered.

Most cycleways in Canberra are constructed with asphalt and timber edging is not used to
reduce the ‘drop off’ safety hazard.

The cost of ongoing maintenance for asphalt was discussed. Asphalt costs about 40% less
than concrete and when maintenance is factored in, the cost is still about 20% less than
concrete.

Mr Parker distributed a handout and left electronic copies of his presentation and
greenhouse gas emission calculators with staff.
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COMMITTEE REPORTS

Questions from members:

Q. Huw Kingston asked about the use and costs of crushed gravel with regard to cost
and carbon emissions.

A. Rob advised that it would be significantly cheaper allowing greater distances to be
covered, especially in rural areas however it would not be a satisfactory surface for a
number of non-cyclist users.

Q. Clr Clark commented that the bike track east of the Mittagong Rivulet was
constructed from asphalt and had appeared to require quite a lot of maintenance over
the years. He suggested that perhaps the maintenance costs could be higher than
shown in the tables.

A. Rob suggested that maintenance costs were related to the quality of the original
work, citing use of prime, climatic factors and the thickness of the original asphalt as
being key to reducing maintenance costs.

ACTION

provided and report back to the next meeting.

Charmaine Cooper distributed copies of the recently printed ‘Bundanoon and surrounds bike
rides’ brochure. The completion of the brochure was a team effort. Huw Kingston wrote
almost all of the content, provided route maps and organised the ‘talent’ for the photo shoot -
Steve Rosa organised a special cycle tourism photo shoot from which the brochure’s photos
were derived.

To date no existing cycle events had been found that would coincide with Bike Week.

Steve Rosa advised that the Sydney Cycling Club held a ride to the Tulip Time Parade in
2009 and raised $60,000 for charities last year.

SHCC Interclub meet will be held during Bike Week along Wombeyan Caves Road
however the location does not really allow for spectators. It is possible that a criterium
race could be organised for Bike Week 2010 by SHCC.

Charmaine clarified that the RTA funding for Bike Week was only for the promotion of
activities held in Bike Week and could not be used to fund the actual program. It is
planned to produce a flyer and include information in newsletters and on websites plus
advertising.

ACTION
THAT Charmaine will further investigate opportuniti es for promoting and encouraging
cycling during Bike Week.

WEBSITE DEVELOPMENT

Steve Rosa advised that the website had been on hold but was now in ‘full steam ahead’
mode. The ‘Trails and Experiences’ webpage has a menu for cycling and will include
interactive maps similar to the ‘drive’ maps showing cycle friendly destinations, rides and
trails. Also clubs and groups, events, buy or hire, MTB, safety and strategy pages with
various links included.

ACTION
THAT SHCC provide details of training routes for us e on the website.

6. CRITERIUM TRACK — Peter Bowmer

Peter Bowmer was an apology for the meeting however the group indicated their continuing
interest in the topic and requested information for a future meeting.

SHCC advised that they are aware that an application has been made to build a ‘Little
Athletics’ facility in Eridge Park which is supported by SHCC but want to ensure that it
doesn't create problems for any possible criterium track plans.

Eridge Park plans need to be reviewed in light of the changes there since the Leisure Centre
concept has been dropped.

ACTION:
THAT Manager Parks and Recreation to report on opti  ons for a Criterium Track at the
next meeting.

7. BEN MIKIC FOUNDATION PAPER - Phil Herd

Phil Herd discussed the paper he had earlier emailed to all members. Most items were
included in the Bicycle Strategy or underway however the following points are clarified:

Harry Costa, former police officer, has offered to address engineering staff regarding
types of problems which need to be addressed when implementing road upgrade
programs, based on road accidents and cycle safety.

Frank advised that ‘Watch Out’ bicycle warning signs are recommended for use at
squeeze points. Anyone can identify problem locations for the Traffic Committee to
consider.

ACTION:
THAT SHCC and others forward suggestions for bicycl e warning sign locations to
Frank Perger.

Huw has been working on access to Sydney Catchment Authority lands and can report
that this has been successful but a major undertaking. Wide ranging positive implications
for tourism!

Southern Highland News will have a road safety column which Charmaine is considering
sponsoring at the moment. Various cycling groups will contribute articles to this.

Mountain Bike tracks — the Welby track has been a proven winner to increase MTB
numbers especially children. Further locations in the Mittagong and Welby areas are
being considered.

ACTION
THAT Roger Bloor (SHCC) speak with Peter Bowmer (WS C) about expansion of MTB
tracks in the Mittagong area and Darren Lockett abo  ut BMX track concept.
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There are whispers of plans for a Pittwater to Picton cycle trail.

ACTION
THAT Phil Herd investigate further and invite Phil Costa or alternate delegate to a
future meeting to discuss wider area plans for cycl ing.

The safety of cyclists at roundabouts was discussed. It is thought that many drivers do
not understand who has legal right of way and unless cyclists are bold their safety is
threatened.

ACTION
THAT Charmaine add information to Wingecarribee Tod ay newsletter about cycle
safety, the rights of cyclists and rules regarding roundabouts.

Charmaine acknowledged that a Safe Cycle Route To School initiative would be a good
idea however did not have the time to resource it. She suggested that perhaps Bicycle
NSW could incorporate it into the Ride2School program

ACTION
THAT Phil Herd approach Bicycle NSW about adding sa  fe route selection to their Ride
to School Program.

8. GENERAL BUSINESS:

Huw Kingston — development of MTB trails right across the shire is something he'd like
Council to look at proactively as there is a huge tourism and economic potential. Classic
example is a small town in Victoria called Melrose (pop 250) which has built lots of resources
for cyclists which encourage them to visit... drawing them in. We have 5million people an
hour away, Melrose have 1million and make an amazing amount in tourism dollars.
Private/public partnerships are important with funding, insurance and access.

SHCC - Would like to see cycle lanes being built with edges widened as roads are upgraded
or maintained. They would like marked lanes however Frank suggested we might not be
meeting the minimum standard to allow this.

This is a key safety strategy which means that cyclists are not forced back on the roadway.
The RTA should be encouraged to consider cyclists and widen road verges when they
complete works on regional roads as well.

ACTION
THAT ClIr Arkwright write to Pru Goward MP seeking s upport for a whole of
government approach to cycle safety including widen ed edges for cyclists

STATUTORY

Section 10A of the Local Government Act 1993, empowers Council and Committees of which
all the members are Councillors to close a part of a meeting in certain circumstances in
accordance with the requirements of the Act, and relevant Regulations and Guidelines.

Subiject to the provisions of Section 10 of the Act, so much of a meeting may be closed as
comprises certain information as outlined in Section 10A(2).

However, the Act also contains the following provisions qualifying the use of Section 10A(2).

Section 10B

1. [Time spent closed to be minimised] A meeting is not to remain closed during the
discussion of anything referred to in section 10A(2):

a. Except for so much of the discussion as is necessary to preserve the
relevant confidentiality, privilege or security, and

b. If the matter concerned is a matter other than a personnel matter
concerning particular individuals, the personal hardship of a resident or
ratepayer or a trade secret-unless the council or committee concerned is
satisfied that discussion of the matter in an open meeting would, on
balance, be contrary to the public interest.

2. [Qualification of 10A(2)(g)] A meeting is not to be closed during the receipt and
consideration of information or advice referred to in section 10A(2)(g) unless the
advice concerns legal matters that:

a. are substantial issues relating to a matter in which the council or
committee is involved, and

b. are clearly identified in the advice, and

d. are fully discussed in that advice.
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CLOSED COUNCIL

3. [Qualification of 10A(3)] If a meeting is closed during the discussion of a motion to
close another part of the meeting to the public (as referred to in section 10A(3)), the
consideration of the motion must not include any consideration of the matter or
information to be discussed in that other part of the meeting (other than consideration
of whether the matter concerned is a matter referred to in section 10A(2)).

4. [Irrelevant matters] For the purpose of determining whether the discussion of a
matter in an open meeting would be contrary to the public interest, it is irrelevant that:

a. a person may misinterpret or misunderstand the discussion, or
b. the discussion of the matter may:

0] cause embarrassment to the council or committee
concerned, or to Councillors or to employees of the council,
or

(i) cause a loss of confidence in the council or committee.

Attention is also drawn to provisions contained in Part 7 of Council's Code of Meeting
Practice.

DIRECTOR GENERAL'S GUIDELINES

The Director General of the Department of Local Government has issued guidelines
concerning the use of Section 10 of the Act. A copy of the Director General's guidelines has
been sent to all Councillors. Section 10B(5) of the Act requires that council have regard to
these guidelines when considering resolving into Closed Session.
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RECOMMENDATION

1. THAT Council moves into Closed Council in accordance with the requirements of
Section 10 of the Local Government Act 1993 as addressed below to consider the
following report:
