c-MM1 Proposed Community Cultural Centre and Botani c Garden 

REF: MAYOR 6500/22, 6535/11 (CC 102/5) 

Reporting on a long term vision to establish a community cultural centre and botanic garden 
on the former Skin Shed land, at the corner of Kangaloon and Old South Roads in Bowral. 
 
REPORT 
 
For some time now I have believed Wingecarribee Shire needs a community cultural centre.  
A place where we could recognise the very first inhabitants of this land and our local 
pioneering forebears, as a well as create a modern living cultural space.  As the idea 
progressed we have been able to incorporate a world class botanic garden layout on the 
same site, and I thank Chris and Charlotte Webb for producing a concept landscape plan for 
us to consider on the former Skin Shed land, at the corner of Kangaloon and Old South 
Roads in Bowral. 
 
Earlier this year I was speaking with Bowral resident Paul Ramsay, who now heads the 
Ramsay property group.  Paul has fond memories of his family walking in this area. He liked 
the idea and generously offered to commission some concept drawings at no cost to Council.  
I would like to acknowledge this gesture from Paul Ramsay, Director of the Ramsay Group 
Tom Illy and Marchese Partners International, the architects commissioned to create the 
concept plans. 
 
I stress that this plan is just that – a long term concept plan to give us a goal to aim at.  We 
don’t have funds at this stage, but we do have an idea and we do have a large parcel of 
suitable land.  I believe that if we can get community support for this project and have a plan 
to work towards, something really good can be achieved for the Wingecarribee Community.  
 
For the long term project to be completed we would need to attract external funds and before 
you can seek funding you need a plan.  Possible funding sources would include the Federal 
Government, State Government, developer contributions and philanthropic gifts from 
community minded benefactors. 
 
I believe that once we have a long term plan in place, there is no reason why we can’t 
immediately begin working towards the ultimate vision by starting the landscape plantings to 
create a superb recreational space linking with the existing cycle tracks and ponds that 
adjoin this land.  The buildings could come later, providing funding can be sourced. 
 
We are open to suggestions from anyone about this concept.  As Paul Kelly wrote, “from little 
things big things grow,” and unless you have an idea, then a plan, nothing will happen. 
 
So, I offer these concept plans to stimulate discussion in the community about using this land 
as a future cultural centre and botanic gardens for Wingecarribee Shire. 
 
I would also envisage this site becoming a focal point in future Tulip Time activities – not 
replacing Corbett Gardens, but as another significant garden adding value to the existing 
Tulip Time attractions.

I would suggest that we begin talking with Indigenous groups, cultural groups, people with an 
interest in the botanic gardens and the citizens of Wingecarribee Shire to see if there is 
support for proceeding with the project. 
 
As part of the process of developing a strategy for use of this community land, a Plan of 
Management will ultimately need to be developed in conjunction with the community and 
interested stakeholders.   
 
But before we get to the point of developing a Plan of Management, I believe we should put 
these preliminary concept plans on public exhibition and seek further ideas from the 
community before progressing the project to this next stage in early 2010.

REPORT  

This is a staged development application, lodged pursuant to section 83B of the 
Environmental Planning and Assessment Act, 1979 (‘EP&A Act’), seeking concept approval 
for the erection of a dwelling-house. 
 
The development application has been lodged by members of Council’s staff and therefore, it 
has been independently assessed by Mr David McGowan, Consultant Town Planner, and his 
assessment report is reproduced in full in Attachment 1.  
 
As the land does not satisfy the development standards in clause 13 of Wingecarribee Local 
Environmental Plan 1989 for the erection of a dwelling-house in Zone No. 7(b), the 
application is accompanied by a written objection pursuant to SEPP 1 seeking a departure 
from the 40 hectare development standard, and a copy of the objection is included in 
Attachment 2.  
 
This report was presented to Council at its meeting on 14 October 2009, however the 
applicant requested that the matter be deferred to enable further information to be provided. 
 
Council resolved to defer the matter and an additional submission by the applicant has been 
received - (see Attachment 3 ). 
 
This was forwarded to Mr McGowan to enable him to make any amendment he considered 
necessary to his initial report in the light of this additional information. 
 
Mr McGowan has made an amendment to his report but the recommendation has not 
changed.

Reporting on the implementation of the Liquid Trade Waste Charges. 
 

REPORT 

PURPOSE 
 
The purpose of the report is to seek Council’s approval to: 
 

(a) implement/introduce liquid trade waste charges from the 2009/10 second water 
and sewerage billing period, and; 

(b) phase in the charges over a two year period. 
 
BACKGROUND  
 
Council adopted its Liquid Trade Waste (LTW) policy and appointed a Liquid Trade Waste 
(LTW) Officer in 2006 to implement the policy.  The LTW Officer has now completed a shire 
wide audit of each trade and commercial premises and issued approvals.  Computer systems 
to monitor trade waste discharges and enable billing as part of the water and sewerage 
invoices have been developed and installed.  The next step is to introduce the charging 
regime as per the policy. 
 
PROPOSAL 
 
It is proposed that the charges be introduced from the 2009/10 second water and sewerage 
billing period and be included in the water and sewerage invoices to be mailed in January 
2010.  In order to soften the financial impact to the affected commercial and industrial 
customers, it is proposed that the one off application fee be waived for all existing 
dischargers and that charges be phased in over a two-year period (50% in the first year and 
full rates thereafter).  It is also proposed that a notification/information letter (attachment 1) 
be sent to all LTW dischargers. 
 
NEW 2009 GUIDELINES 
 
The NSW Office of Water (NOW) a division of the Department of Environment, Climate 
Change & Water (DECCW) has recently released the Liquid Trade Waste Regulation 
Guidelines 2009, which include the 2009 Model Policy for Liquid Trade Waste Regulation.  
 
The NOW has also advised that Council’s current Liquid Trade Waste policy based on the 
2005 Model Policy remains current and that by June 2011 Council must adopt an amended 
policy based on the 2009 Model Policy.  A separate report on that subject will be submitted in 
due course.

POLICY IMPLICATIONS 

Introduction of the Liquid Trade Waste charging regime will complete implementation of 
Council’s Liquid Trade Waste policy and maintain compliance with the NOW’s Best Practice 
Management Guidelines. 
 

BUDGET IMPLICATIONS 

Approximately $30,000 of the cost of implementing the Liquid Trade Waste policy can be 
recovered in the 2009-10 financial year. 
 

ECOLOGICAL SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT ISSUES 

(i) Environmental Factors 
Implementation of the Liquid Trade Waste policy would assist in achieving higher level of 
treated effluent quality compliance and reduction of operational problems encountered at the 
sewerage treatment plants.  
 
(ii) Social Factors 
By implementing the Liquid Trade Waste policy public health problems caused by 
uncontrolled Liquid Trade Waste discharges can be minimized. 
 
(iii) Economic Factors 
At present there are approximately 100 category 1 dischargers, 200 category 2 
dischargers and 6 category 3 dischargers. The introduction of the charges is not 
expected to cause any significant financial difficulties to a vast majority of the 
dischargers. A smaller number of large dischargers may face financial difficulties. 
 
When fully implemented, Council should be able to operate the Liquid Trade Waste 
administration as a self-funding activity.

Reporting on a realignment of part of Bodycott’s Lane and boundary adjustment 
accompanied by a SEPP 1 Objection lodged for lots 1 & 2 DP 829931 Sheepwash Rd, 
Avoca. 
 

REPORT 

1. DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT 
 
The Proposed Development 
 
The subject site comprises two (2) separate lots, being Lots 1 & 2 DP 829931 separated by 
Bodycott’s Lane, which is a Public Road.  The lane is of gravel construction whilst 
Sheepwash Road is a sealed Main Road under RTA control (Refer to Attachment 1  to this 
report). 
 
The proposed development calls for the relocation of the existing property boundaries to 
follow a realignment of the road reserve for Bodycotts Lane (Refer to Attachment 2  to this 
report).  Council, at its Ordinary Meeting of 27 August 2008 resolved to approve in principle 
the realignment of Bodycott’s Lane subject to a number of conditions, including that all costs 
be borne by the applicant, that RTA concurrence be granted, signage to be relocated and 
approved by Council’s Traffic Committee, no new dwelling entitlements be created and that 
upon closure, the area remaining be consolidated into a single lot with Lot 1 DP 829931.  
The subdivision application presented before Council is entirely consistent with Council’s 
Resolution (Refer to Attachment 3  to this report). 
 
The application has been lodged as a ‘boundary adjustment,’ however as the development 
will result in the creation of two new lots (proposed lots 3 & 4), Council considers the 
development to be a subdivision and the application has therefore been assessed as such.   
 
2. STATUTORY CONSIDERATIONS 
 
Regional Environmental Plan No 1 (Drinking Water Catchments) 
 
In accordance with clause 26 of the Drinking Water Catchments Regional Environmental 
Plan No. 1, Council has considered whether the proposed development will have a neutral or 
beneficial effect on water quality. 
 
The proposed development will contain any such impact on the site of the development and 
prevent it from reaching any watercourse, waterbody or drainage depression on the site. 
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In reaching this conclusion, Council has considered the following information submitted with 
the development application: 
 

i) A Soil Erosion and Sedimentation Control Plan is to be implemented during 
construction phase; 

ii) The nature of the proposed development and its circumstances, including that it 
will not increase the occupancy of the site. 

 
Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 1989  
 
The subject land is zoned 5(c) Special Uses (Water Catchment) wherein the proposed 
development is permissible with Council consent, subject to compliance with Clause 12 (2) 
(a) of Council’s Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 1989 (‘WLEP89’) in that any newly 
created lot must not be less than 40 Ha in area.  As the development will result in two 
undersized allotments that do not comply with WLEP89 Clause 12, the application is 
accompanied by a SEPP I Objection.  Development within the zone triggers a NorBe. 
 
Draft LEP 2009 
 
The proposed development is not prohibited within the proposed E3 Environmental 
Protection zone under the draft Plan however a 40 Ha minimum for newly created lots will 
apply. 
 
3. REFERRALS TO COUNCIL COMMITTEES  
 
The application has not previously visited any other Council committees. 
 
4. PUBLIC CONSULTATION  
 
The development application was neighbour notified for a period of 14 days to adjoining and 
adjacent property owners.  No submissions were received by Council in response to the 
notification process. 
 
5. INTERNAL STAFF COMMENTS  
 
ENGINEERING ISSUES 
 
There are no engineering matters that cannot be resolved by means of conditions of consent.  
Design and placement of Road Signage has been conditioned to be in accordance with 
Council’s Standard Drawing No. 119.   

 
PLANNING ISSUES 
 
As Sheepwash Road is an RTA State Classified Road (MR 261) and RTA concurrence with 
conditions was granted on 11 September 2009, Council is only required to assess the 
subdivision aspect of the proposal.  The subdivision component of the application is 
consistent with the requirements spelt out within Council’s Resolution of 27 August 2008 in 
that no new dwelling entitlements are to be created and the portion of the site affected by 
road closure is to be consolidated within existing Lot 1 DP 829931.  (Refer to Attachment 3  
to this report).   
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Lot areas for proposed lots 3 & 4 at 12.83Ha and 24.88Ha respectively for Existing lot 2 (with 
a site area of 2.428Ha) fall below the minimum standard prescribed under Clause 12 (2) (a) 
of Council’s WLEP 1989.  With proposed lot 4 moving further away from the minimum 
standard of 40Ha, the proposal falls outside of Council’s delegation to approve independent 
of Department of Planning concurrence. Accordingly, if Council is of a mind to support the 
development, the application will duly be referred by Council staff to the DoP seeking 
concurrence.   

 
SEPP 1 OBJECTION 
 
In order to assess the submitted SEPP I Objection Council’s SEPP I Objection Fact 

Sheet calls for the following three fold test: 
(i) 
 

�  Is the standard a development standard? 
�  Is the objection well founded? 
�  Is granting consent consistent with the aims of SEPP 1? 

 
(ii) Additionally the applicant needs to understand the planning objectives of the 

locality and the planning objective behind the development standard; 
(iii) The applicant must demonstrate why a particular standard is unreasonable 

and unnecessary; 
(iv) Establishing the fact that a development will not have any adverse 

environmental consequences does not necessarily determine that a standard 
is unreasonable or unnecessary; 

(v) Establishing the fact that existing development in an area generally does not 
comply with a development standard does not mean that the standard is 
unreasonable or unnecessary when applied to future development; 

(vi) If a departure from a standard is likely to lead to similar departures from the 
standard for future development in the locality, the result will likely undermine 
the planning objectives for the locality.  In this case, the development should 
be refused. 

 
The development standard sought to be varied is Clause 12 (2) (a) of the WLEP89 
being that any new lot created must be of a minimum area of 40Ha.  The SEPP I 
Objection acknowledges this development standard and argues that there will be 
minimal environmental impact upon the surrounding landscape, with the only 
negative impacts being minor quantities of construction materials generated for the 
short term during the road realignment works.  Whilst this argument alone does not 
mean that the development standard is unreasonable or unnecessary, the applicant 
further argues that the development does not contradict the objectives of the 5(c) 
zone (Refer to Attachment 4  to this report).  
 
In consideration of the existing subdivision pattern (2 undersized allotments each 
with existing dwelling) and the proposed development (two new undersized 
allotments with no change to dwelling entitlements) it is considered reasonable for 
Council to consider support for the SEPP I Objection in that the subdivision 
application is consistent with Council’s Resolution of 27 August 2008.  As the 
proposed development will result in an improved arrangement for safe vehicular 
access to and from Sheepwash Road, the development is considered to be 
consistent with the Aims, objectives etc: of SEPP I in compliance with Section 5 (a) 
(i) of the EP& A Act 1979 which encourages: 
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(i) the proper management, development and conservation of natural and artificial 
resources, including agricultural land…for the purpose of promoting the social and 
economic welfare of the community and a better environment’.  

 
7. ECOLOGICAL SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT ISSUES  
 
i) Environmental factors 
The development does not propose any changes from the existing land use pattern and the 
only physical works relate to road reconstruction and relocation.  Conditions of consent will 
be imposed to address the environmental impacts of sediment and erosion. 
 
ii) Social factors 
The development will result in a positive improvement to the access arrangements between 
Sheepwash Road and Bodycott’s Lane with improvements to site distances. This  is 
considered to be a net social benefit in the improvement of safety for vehicular traffic at  the 
location.     
 
iii) Economic Factors 
The proposed development will not result in any additional dwelling entitlements. 

 
8. CONCLUSION 
 
In consideration of the submitted SEPP I Objection, the positive social benefit pursuant to the 
upgrading of the road intersection and the absence of objection from adjoining property 
owners, it is recommended to Council that the subdivision and road closure/realignment be 
supported.  If Council is of this opinion, the application will duly be referred to the DoP by 
Council staff seeking concurrence.

Reporting on an application pursuant to section 82A of the Environmental Planning and 
Assessment Act, 1979, for a review of Council’s decision to refuse the development 
application for a commercial development comprised of 4 commercial/retail premises on Lot 
6 DP1010190 West Parade, Hill Top. 

REPORT  

1. BACKGROUND  
 
This development application is for a commercial development comprised of 4 individual 
premises with floor areas of between 50m2 and 80m2. 
 
The largest floor area is that of an existing building which was formerly a dwelling-house and 
later the Post Office. This building will be retained and a new building erected behind it at the 
rear of the site. 
 
The land has an area of 832m2, with a frontage of 26.82 metres to West Parade. It is 
generally level, contains no significant vegetation, and water, sewer and electricity services 
are available. 
 
The location of the land is shown on Attachment 1, and Attachment 2 contains a plan of the 
proposed development. 
 
 
At its meeting on 5 December 2007, Council considered a report on the proposed 
development, and resolved to refuse the application for the following reasons: 
 
REASONS FOR REFUSAL 
 
1. The development proposal does not comply with the requirements of the 

Wingecarribee Development Control Plan No 12 – Off Street Car Parking, Loading 
Facilities and Vehicular Access.  The proposal does not provide for the minimum 
landscaping width as required by Part 5.  Two (2) of the proposed off street parking 
spaces provided are adjacent to the property boundary which will lead t the 
obstruction of pedestrian traffic.  These two (2) spaces are unacceptable therefore 
the proposed development does not provide the minimum number of off street 
parking spaces as required by Appendix 1 of the Development Control Plan No 12. 

 
2. The Development Application in its current form will have a detrimental impact on the 

adjoining residences.  The proposal does not comply with the surrounding residential 
environment and will lead to an unacceptable impact on the local amenity, by virtue of 
blank brick walls along property boundaries. 
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3. The proposed commercial development does not address the objections of Council’s 
Precinct Strategic Plan for Hill Top.  The subject property is not located within the 
proposed “Village Business Zone” which is to be designated to provide opportunity or 
a range of “village scale” business and community development opportunities in 
keeping with the character, scale and function of the Hill Top Village. 

 
2. SECTION 82A REVIEW 
 
In the report considered previously by Council on 5 December 2007, the most significant 
issue was identified as being “Site Suitability”. 
 
At that time, the strategic objective for Hill Top was for commercial development to be 
accommodated into the single block bounded by West Parade, and Vera, Madeline and 
Linda Streets. 
 
Most of this block was vacant, and therefore had scope to consolidate future commercial 
development into a central area, with less likelihood that it would impact upon adjoining 
residential development as a result of noise, traffic, lighting etc. 
 
However, Draft Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 2009 (‘DWLEP2009’) which was 
exhibited earlier this year proposed a linear commercial precinct at Hill Top along West 
Parade and this was subsequently ratified by Council and sent to Department of Planning 
(‘DoP’). 
 
The development site is now with the proposed B2 – Local Centre Zone (See Attachment 3) 
and the previous reason 3 for refusal no longer applies. 
 
The site is currently zoned residential 2(c) Village in Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 
1989 (‘WLEP1989’) and the development is permissible with the consent of Council. 
 
In respect of the other reasons for refusal: 
 
Carparking – The proposed development would have a total floor area of 263.7m2 comprised 
of Shop/Office 1 (50.47m2), Shop/Office 2 (56.37m2), Shop/Office 3 (76.06m2) and 
Shop/Office (former Post Office – 80.8m2). 
 
DCP No. 12 requires car parking to be provided at the rate of 1 space per 30m2 and, in 
compliance with this, 9 spaces are proposed, including I space for disabled parking. Although 
2 spaces are proposed to be stacked parking, this is considered to be reasonable for staff 
parking. 
 
Amenity Impact – This reason is associated with reason 3, and was based upon the potential 
for a commercial development, remote from the main commercial area and adjoined on 3 
sides by dwelling-house, to adversely impact upon those residential premises. 
 
However, both WLEP1989 and more relevantly DWLEP2009 both provide for similar 
development to occur on the properties which adjoin on the north and south, and the 
provision of landscaping along these boundaries as well as the western boundary would 
minimise any impact. 
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CONSULTATION 

As required by s82A of the Act, the proposal was re-notified but no submissions were 
received. 
 

MANAGEMENT PLAN ISSUES OR IMPLICATIONS 

Nil 
 

POLICY IMPLICATIONS 

Nil – the location of the proposed development is consistent with Council’s Policy as 
expressed in DWLEP2009. 
 

BUDGET IMPLICATIONS 

Nil 
 

ECOLOGICAL SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT ISSUES 

(i) Environmental Factors 
The site is not identified as having any specific environmental significance and it is unlikely 
that the proposed development would have any significant adverse impact. 
 
(ii) Social Factors 
The issue of potential adverse impact upon adjoining residential development has been 
addressed. 
 
(iii) Economic factors 
The development of commercial space is considered to be beneficial to the creation of 
opportunities for business/economic activity. 
 

CONCLUSION 

The initial development application for this proposal was refused by Council in December 
2007, primarily on the grounds that the site was considered unsuitable in terms of the 
strategic plan for the location of commercial development in Hill Top Village. 
 
Since then, Council has determined that a linear commercial centre along West Parade is 
appropriate for the Village, and this is now embodied in DWLEP2009. 
 
This in turn has removed the main reason for the refusal of the development application. 
 
The other grounds for refusal, relating to the provision of car parking and the amenity of 
adjoining residential development, have also been satisfactorily addressed. 
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Accordingly, the proposed development is considered to be reasonable and approval is 
recommended.

Reporting on the erection of a security fence and new gates at Corbett Gardens, Bowral 

REPORT  

1. DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT 
 
LUA 07/0702 seeks development consent for fencing and new gates at Corbett Gardens, 
Bowral. The application was lodged in July 2007 (plans submitted with the application form 
Attachment 1 to this report) Amended plans to address concerns raised by Council’s 
Heritage Adviser were submitted in August 2009 (see Attachment 2), and it is these 
amended plans which are the subject of assessment in this report.  
 
Corbett Gardens is centrally located in Bowral, with frontage to Bendooley Street, 
Wingecarribee Street and Merrigang Street, and is listed as being a Heritage Item under 
Schedule 2 of Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan1989 (‘WLEP1989’). 
 
The development comprises: 
 

·  The removal of existing white picket boundary fence, with the re-use of sections 
which are still in reasonable conditions within the Gardens; 

 
·  The erection of approximately 250 metres of new boundary fencing comprised of: 
 
 - Brick columns (Bowral Blue bricks) at 9-10 metre spacing, with sandstone (or 
   similar) capping to an overall height of 2.5 metres; 
 - a new low brick wall 400 mm high between the columns; 
 - steel balustrade fence panels (black powder coat) 1.8 metres high between 
   the columns; and 
 - 3 new entry gates (2 to Merrigang Street and 1 to Wingecarribee Street) 
 

A plan of the proposed fencing is included in Attachment 1 , and an example of the fence 
panels will be available at the meeting 
 
2. STATUTORY CONSIDERATIONS 

 
Wingecarribee LEP 1989 
 
·  The site is zoned 6(a) Open Space, and is a Heritage Item under Schedule 2 under 

Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 1989. The proposal does not meet the exempt 
or complying development criteria under WLEP1989 as the site contains an item of 
heritage.  The proposed development is also not considered to be of a minor nature 
(therefore preventing use of the “no consent required” Clause 27(2) of WLEP1989), 
which then triggers the requirement for development consent.

SEPP (Exempt and Complying Development Codes) 2008 
·  The SEPP (Exempt and Complying Development Codes) 2008 does not apply to land 

zoned for Open Space purposes 
 
Exhibited Draft LEP 2009  
·  Corbett Gardens is zoned RE1 Public Recreation Land under the exhibited Draft 

Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 2009 (‘DWLEP2009’). The proposal is 
permissible with consent. 

 
The proposed development requires development consent under Part 4 of the Environmental 
Planning and Assessment Act 1979.  
 
DEVELOPMENT CONTROL PLAN NO 46 – BOWRAL URBAN DESIGN AND DEVELOPMENT 
GUIDELINES 
 
DCP 46 identifies the general area in which Corbett gardens is located as the transition zone 
between the commercial town centre and the adjoining residential area, which is visually 
dominated by a mature landscape. There are no other specific controls in DCP 46 which 
apply to the proposed development.  
 
3. PUBLIC CONSULTATION  
 
The proposed development was neighbour notified to surrounding properties when lodged in 
2007. Two submissions were received, raising the following issues: 
 

·  The current fence suits the surrounding streetscape, is not in a state of disrepair, and 
is structurally and aesthetically sound 

 
 Comment: The applicant, Council’s Parks and Property branch, are responsible for 

the management and ongoing maintenance of Corbett Park and they have decided 
that the current fence is not the best alternative in the long term from both a 
maintenance and security perspective. The current picket fence does suit the 
surrounding streetscape but that does not mean that other styles of fence cannot also 
contribute in a positive way to the aesthetics of the park. 

 
·  The proposed fence infringes upon the amenity of adjoining properties and will restrict 

public views of Corbett Gardens. Corbett Gardens should not be walled off from the 
community, and should remain a centrepiece for Bowral at Tulip time 

 
 Comment: The proposed fence is not solid. Views of Corbett Gardens will remain. It is 

not considered that the amenity of adjoining properties will be adversely affected by 
the proposal. 
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·  Concerned about damage to existing vegetation during the construction process 
 

 Comment: If approval is granted, a condition of consent can be imposed to minimise 
damage to existing vegetation during construction. 

 
·  Central to the motivation behind the need for a new fence is the need to deter 

vandalism – however as vandalism occurs during daylight hours by teenage school 
children, security guards patrolling during school hours may be a more efficient 
deterrent than building a prison style barrier around a local icon. 

 
 Comment: It is considered that the new fence will improve security of the park. 
 
4. INTERNAL STAFF COMMENTS  
 
As the site contains an item of heritage, the application with the originally submitted plans 
(Attachment 1 ) was referred to Council’s Heritage Adviser for comment. Amended plans 
showing an increased number of columns with a stone finish rather than a brick finish and 
approximately one stone column per 9-10 metres rather than one column per 30 metres (as 
shown on the originally submitted plans) was suggested. 
 
The amended plans submitted in August 2009 were again referred to Council’s Heritage 
Adviser, who commented: 
 
“I believe that the approval should be conditioned for the metal parts of the fence to be solid 
steel and not hollow section. A fabricator’s detail should be provided for comment prior to 
commencement, as the gate detailing and steel picket spacing is important. Picket tops are 
recommended to be a simple conical point in preference to a Victorian pattern spear. The 
single skin brick would be less prone to vandalism if it was 9” brickwork with the third course 
being a header course”. 
 
These comments can be included within conditions of approval, should the application be 
approved. 
 
5. DISCUSSION OF MAJOR ISSUES ARISING  
 
Heritage Impact 
 
As Corbett Gardens is listed as being a Heritage Item under Schedule 2 under 
Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 1989, Council as the consent authority must assess 
the impact of the proposed development on the heritage significance of the heritage item. 
The proposed fencing, piers and gates will not block public view of Corbett Gardens from 
Bendooley Street, Wingecarribee Street or Merrigang Street.  The gardens will remain in full 
public view.  
 
The fencing, piers and gates as originally proposed was not of sufficient standard to 
complement the Corbett Gardens item of heritage. However, the amended plans showing 1.8 
metre high steel picket balustrade fence with thirty one 2.5 metre high brick pier / sandstone 
capped columns located approximately every 9-10 metres and three new entry gates to 
Corbett Gardens (two new gates to Merrigang Street, and one new entry gate to 
Wingecarribee Street) is considered acceptable subject to heritage conditions requiring : 
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·  metal parts of the fence to be solid steel and not hollow section 
·  fabricator’s detail to be provided for comment prior to commencement, as the gate 

detailing and steel picket spacing is important.  
·  picket tops to be a simple conical point not a Victorian pattern spear.  
·  single skin brickwork to be 9” brickwork with the third course being a header course 

 

CONCLUSION 

The proposed fencing, piers and gates are considered acceptable having regard to s.79C 
Environmental Planning & Assessment Act, 1979, subject to conditions addressing heritage 
matters as listed above, and a further condition of consent to minimise damage to existing 
vegetation during construction.

Mittagong

Reporting on a proposed studio and machinery shed at Lot 107 DP15496 Gibraltar Road, 
Mittagong. 

REPORT 

1. BACKGROUND  
 
Council received an application for a “Tourist Facility and Machinery Shed” on 11 August 
2009.    
 
The application was neighbour notified for a period of two weeks between 14 August 2009 
and 31 August 2009. During that period eight (8) submissions were received. All eight 
submissions objected to the proposal.  
 
As a result of the objections the applicant amended the application to propose a “Studio and 
Machinery Shed” for private use only.   
 
Inspection of the property by Council Officers revealed that conditions of consent had not 
been complied with regarding a previous consent (LUA06/0814), which was granted for a 
“new dwelling and use of the existing dwelling as a tourist facility”.  
 
The conditions which had not been complied with were in regard to the requirement for a 
Construction Certificate to be obtained prior to the commencement of physical works on site 
and the provision of sediment and erosion control measures.  The works undertaken without 
approval were earth works associated with the foot print of the new dwelling. 
 
Earth works in relation to the proposed studio and machinery shed had also been 
commenced prior to the issue of any consent.  
 
Penalty Infringement Notices were forwarded to the owner regarding these breaches.  
 
The property was inspected by a number of Councillors as part of the inspection tour on 
14 October 2009 and some concern was raised about whether approval was necessary for 
the retaining wall. It is confirmed that under State Environmental Policy – Exempt and 
Complying Development, these works do not require consent. 
 
2. DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT 
 
The development application proposes the construction of a single shed with painted brick 
walls and Colorbond roof. The proposed shed has an area of approximately 340 square 
metres and a maximum height of 5.6metres. The studio portion of the building features a 
rumpus room, two bedrooms and a bathroom (Attachment 2  Floor plan and Elevations). 
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The proposed building is compatible with the objectives of Council’s DCP 53 - Siting, Design 
and Landscaping of Rural Developments and complies with the requirements of DCP 44 - 
Requirements for the Erection of Buildings.  

 
The area of the subject site is approximately 6.15Ha. The site contains a scattering of trees 
however is predominantly open grassland. The proposed studio and machinery shed is to be 
located adjacent to the southern boundary approximately 230 metres from Gibraltar Road 
(Attachment 1  Site Plan).  
 
The subject property currently contains a single storey dwelling and a horse riding arena.  
The construction of the arena, involving limited earthworks and no enclosure, does not 
require consent (see Belle Cheval judgement). 
 
The site is serviced with mains electricity, telecommunications, and reticulated water supply. 
The site is not connected to a reticulated sewerage system.  
 
3. STATUTORY CONSIDERATIONS 
 
The property is zoned 1 (c) Rural (smallholdings) in accordance with the zoning provisions of 
the Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 1989.   
 
The property is proposed to zoned E (4) Environmental Living in accordance with the zoning 
provisions of the DRAFT Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 2009.   
 
The proposal is affected by the following Development Control Plans: 
 
 i)  DCP 44: Requirements for the Erection of Buildings 
 ii) DCP 53: Siting, Design and Landscaping of Rural Developments  
 
4. REFERRALS TO STATE GOVERNMENT AURTHORITES  

 
Sydney Catchment Authority  
 
In accordance with REP No1 “Protecting Sydney’s Water Supply”, the Development 
Application was referred to the Sydney Catchment Authority for concurrence.  
 
The Authority has given its concurrence subject to erosion and water quality control 
conditions which the Authority has provided.   
 
5. REFERRALS TO COUNCIL COMMITTEES  
 
Not applicable. 
 
6. PUBLIC CONSULTATION  
 
The amended development proposal was re-neighbour notified for a period of two weeks 
between 24 September 2009 and 9 October 2009. During this period six further submissions 
were received from neighbouring residences. The submissions raised concerns regarding 
potential amenity impact and approval leading to commercial use of the building and the 
existing horse riding arena.  
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7. DISCCUSSION OF MAJOR ISSUES ARISING  
 
Impact on Amenity 
 
The location and design of the proposed studio and machinery shed is considered suitable 
for the locality. The proposed shed will predominantly be screened from view from all 
neighbouring residences and will not be visible from any public area. Construction of the 
building will require minimal cut and fill and no vegetation removal.  
 
Possible Commercial Use 
 
The development application states that the proposed building is for private use only which 
will include storage of machinery and temporary accommodation for house guests. 
 
Therefore, conditions of any consent would prevent the separate habitation of the studio as a 
second dwelling and the commercial use of both the building and the horse riding arena.   
 
Traffic and Access 
 
The proposed shed is for private use only therefore the development will not generate 
additional traffic movements.  A suitable access already exists for the property via Gibraltar 
Road.  
 
8. MANAGEMENT PLAN ISSUES OR IMPLICATIONS  
 
There are no management plan implications. 
 
9. POLICY IMPLICATIONS  
 
There are no policy implications identified in this report. 
 
10. BUDGET IMPLICATIONS  
 
There are no budget implications identified in this report.

Hill Reserve,  Oxleys Hill Road,  Bowral 

REF: DBSM LUA09/0720 

1. BACKGROUND TO APPLICATION  
 

Attachment 1  provides the history to this application, including the necessary statutory 
arrangements under Section 46A of the Local Government Act 1993 for the preparation of 
the Lease to ACE Internet Services. 
 
It is worth noting that at the time of negotiating the lease, the proposal was for a 25 metre 
high telecommunications monopole. 
 
The proposal is now for a square section tower 27 metres high and, for comparison, the 
existing towers on The Gib are about 40 metres high. 
 
The existing pole on the adjacent property “Panorama” is about 5 metres in height. 
 
As the proposal involves the lease of Council land, this report has taken into account the 
General Manager’s Internal Practice Note 18 – Land Use Applications relating to Council as 
Land Owner. 
 
It has also been the subject of peer review by an independent town planning consultant, Mr 
David McGowan. 
 

REPORT  

2. PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT 
 
It is proposed to construct of a telecommunications facility consisting of: 
 

i) a lattice tower comprising of 9 sections at approximately 3 metres each total 
height of main structure approximately 27 metres. The sections are 1.981m x 
1.981m with a height of 3.048 metres (9 sections = 27 metres). 

 
Attachments 2 and 3  illustrate the structural details of the tower. 

 
ii) lightning protection mast of approximately 3 metres on top of main structure; 
iii) the tower structure mounted on a concrete footing; 
iv) a prefabricated portable telecommunications control room approximately 2.4m x 

2.5m x 1.8m high; 
v) underground power from road along marked area of plan; 
vi) security fencing around a 10m x 10m compound, with access gate; and 
vii) relocating wireless equipment from the nearby “Panorama” tower to the new 

tower and removal of the old tower. 
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The reason of the relocation emanated from the fact that currently the tower, located on the 
property known as “Panorama” was to be removed due to a dispute between the landowner 
and Illawarra Communications who own the tower, but have no lease on the land. 
 
As part of this relocation, local company Ace Internet Services will be the new operator of the 
new tower located on land leased from Council. 
 

STATUTORY PROVISIONS  

1. State Environmental Planning Policy (Infrastructure) 2007 
 
In this Policy: 
 

·  a “telecommunications facility  means: 
 

(a) any part of the infrastructure of a telecommunications network, or 
(b) any line, cable, optical fibre, equipment, apparatus, tower, mast, antenna, dish, 

tunnel, duct, hole, pit, pole or other structure in connection with a 
telecommunications network.” 

and 
 

·  “Development for the purposes of telecommunications facilities, other than 
development in clause 114, may be carried out by any person with consent on any 
land.” 

 
The development referred to in clause 114 is “for the purposes of telecommunications 
facilities (including radio facilities) ……….carried out by a public authority without consent on 
any land”. 
 
As the proposed development is not being undertaken by a public authority, it therefore 
requires consent. 
 
2. Development Control Plans 
 
Council adopted DCP 53 - Siting, Design and Landscaping of Rural Development to provide 
guidelines for the development in the rural and environmental protection zones of the Shire, 
which are intended to promote the community’s desired planning outcomes for these 
developments. 
 
Telecommunications towers have been a long source of contention as they are usually 
placed in prominent locations to obtain maximum coverage. 
 
In this instance, a 27 metre high lattice tower, with a cross section of 1.981 m x 1.981 m, and 
with associated attachments is proposed to be erected on top of Oxley Hill with an elevation 
of about 810 metres. 
 
This site is on the ridgeline which is the highest point immediately west of Bowral and the 
tower would become a prominent feature in the otherwise natural landscape of Oxley Hill. It 
would also be visible from various public vantage points, including predominantly from within 
the Bowral Town Centre. 
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The existing tower is about 23 metres in height, and is located on the same ridgeline, but to 
the north on an adjacent property. 
 
Council has for many years attempted to retain Oxley Hill as a natural backdrop to Bowral, 
with the landscape not dominated by built elements. 
 
The proposal would result in no nett change to the existing situation - 1 tower would be 
removed and replaced with another tower. The existing tower is in a marginally less 
screened area while the proposed tower would be of more “solid” appearance. 
 
3. CONSULTATIONS 
 
The development application was notified in accordance with DCP No 45 and, in response, 
Council received seven submissions: 
 

·  supporting the new service; 
·  stressing the importance of reliable Internet services; 
·  supporting a local business; and 
·  promoting the benefits to local businesses in general resulting from lower costs and 

greater coverage. 
 

MANAGEMENT PLAN ISSUES OR IMPLICATIONS 

The draft Plan of Management for Oxley Hill Reserve provides for the use and lease of part 
of the Reserve for the construction and operation of a telecommunications tower. 
 
This draft Plan is in the current agenda for consideration and adoption by Council. 
 

POLICY IMPLICATIONS 

Nil 
 

BUDGET IMPLICATIONS 

While the lease of part of Oxley Hill Reserve would generate an income for Council, this has 
not been a relevant consideration in the assessment of the development application pursuant 
to section 79C of the Environmental Planing and Assessment Act, 1979. 
 

ECOLOGICAL SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT ISSUES 

(i) Environmental Factors 
The erection of the tower and associated works will not result in the removal of any 
significant vegetation nor in any major earthworks. 
 
However, the proposed tower is likely to result in a visual impact. 
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(ii) Social Factors 
The proposed tower would result in improved and more reliable telecommunication services 
(wireless broadband internet) to some of the more remote parts of the Shire which is 
considered to be a positive social outcome. 

 
(iii) Economic Factors 
It is unlikely that the proposal would result in any significant adverse economic impact. There 
may however be benefits to businesses resulting in the provision of a more reliable and wider 
coverage of telecommunication services. 
 

DISCUSSION OF MAJOR ISSUES 

As indicated earlier, this report was subject to peer review by an independent town planning 
consultant, Mr David McGowan. 
 
As a consequence of this review, additional information was sought from, and provided by 
the applicant as follows: 
 
Q1. The new tower is to be located on the same ridgeline as the existing tower and this is at 
the highest elevation immediately to the west of Bowral. The views from Oxleys Hill are quite 
extensive in all directions. Therefore, a substantial reduction in the height of the tower should 
not affect its line of sight performance. 
 
A1. The elevation is very similar to the existing tower. To service the existing customers 
to the West and North West, Berrima and Woodlands Road areas in particular requires some 
additional elevation because of the new location. As we have stated in our submissions we 
have reduced the tower height from the 30.5 metres which is the standard height. 
 
Q2. I understand that the existing tower is about 5 metres high (please confirm its height) 
and if that is the case, why does the new tower need to be so much higher at 27 metres? 
 
A2. I am advised by Illawarra Communications that the existing tower has a base height 
of just over 20 meters. With the antenna mounts and omni antennas on top of these it is 
currently standing at about 22 to 23 meters high.  If you have a look at the 'Bowral CBD' 
picture, you can see the current tower standing roughly three times the height of tall mature 
trees which themselves obscure a two story house which is approximately 5 metres from the 
Tower. 
 
Q3. Why does the new tower need to be the proposed square section lattice? 
Why can’t it be a monopole as initially presented to Council with the request for a lease? 
 
A3. The current monopole tower is being utilised to its maximum limits and has had to be 
stayed by guide ropes already to service its current load. 
 
We have been mindful of the ongoing impact on the site in line with the Councillor’s decision 
on the 13th of May relating to the environmental impact on the site. With a large monopole 
maintenance needs to be done with heavy truck cherry pickers to reach the radio equipment. 
This can occur at any time of day and in emergencies at night with associated lighting. To 
facilitate all weather access substantial road building across the property would need to be 
done. The square lattice tower also provides self contained maintenance ladders removing 
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the need for heavy trucks and cherry picker equipment access to the site which minimises 
associated environmental damage required to service monopoles.  The draft plan of 
management which was on public display shows the lattice tower on a full page which was 
circulated extensively around the Council for comment prior to going on display.  Due to less 
mounting area on monopoles frequency separation has to be expressed horizontally.  The 
old tower is 2.45m wide whereas the new tower will be only 1.5m wide due to the ability to do 
visually unobtrusive vertical separation of transmitters. 
 
Q4. Why can’t the existing tower simply be re-located to the new site? 
 
A4. The fact that the existing tower is at maximum loading and would not support the 
radios to service the Garvan, AARNet Schools Network and taking the new tower down 
before a new one is built would take numerous businesses telephone and internet services 
completely off the air for the duration of the build with severe impact. The new tower is to be 
built and configured first, then customers will be switched over with possibly half a day 
service interruption compared to days possibly a week without telephone or internet services, 
which is not possible for a business nor safe for residential customers and our 
responsibilities to provide access to emergency services. 
 
Q5. What opportunities will there be for co-locating equipment from other service 
providers if the need arises? 
 
A5. Under our licencing agreement under the communications act we are required to 
enter into good faith negotiations to co-locate other carriers and service providers on any of 
our facilities.  Due to the solid structure of the new tower we will have extra abilities to 
facilitate other providers equipment. We have received letters from the Department of 
Broadband, Communications and the Digital Economy asking us to facilitate just this. 
Commercially, it is in our interest to share the costs with others. 
 
Q6. The photo you provided taken from “Bowral CBD” – how accurately does this depict 
the height relationship between the existing and the proposed towers? 
 
A6. The pictures quite accurately depict the height relationship between the towers.  The 
new tower was scaled to size directly beside the previous tower and then moved horizontally 
to the new location which is at the same visual depth and placed on the new ground level.  
The Bowral CBD image shows the relationship most accurately of the provided images. 
 
Note: This photo and others will be available for perusal at the meeting. 
 
Lastly, an approval of this tower may be seen as a “precedent”, and contrary to protecting the 
visual integrity of ridgelines. 
 
The following comments are made in respect of this issue: 
 

·  The current proposal results in the removal of 1 tower and the erection of a 
replacement in a nearby location and therefore no additional towers are being 
permitted; 

·  The Infrastructure SEPP permits such development with consent for non-public 
authorities and each proposal must be considered on its merits; 

·  For public authorities, consent is not required; 
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·  The proposed tower would enable the co-location of other similar services on it and 
therefore presents a reasonable case for opposing separate towers in the same 
locality. 

 

CONCLUSION 

It is inevitable that a telecommunications tower located on the highest ridgeline west of 
Bowral will be visible. 
 
The vegetation around the tower site is generally comprised of low (3m to 4m high) and 
insignificant species (black wattle); the more significant 12m to 15m high vegetation is down 
the slope of Oxley Hill.  
 
Therefore, the existing vegetation will contribute little (if anything depending on the direction 
of the view) to the screening of the tower. 
 
Indeed there has been little success in screening such facilities in general, and in particular 
in a rural location where they can’t be integrated into the design of a building. However, time 
is an effective screen; and as is the case with most existing structures, they eventually 
become an accepted part of the landscape or “disappear’ with distance. 
 
Despite this, there are means to minimise the visual impact of the tower. 
 
It is proposed to be 27 metres high, and would be comprised of 3 metre high sections. 
 
In discussions with the proponent it has been indicated that the proposed overall height may 
not be necessary to achieve the desired coverage, and some reduction in height may be 
possible. It is considered that any reduction in height would result in benefits to vantage 
points in close proximity without affecting the line of sight performance. 
 
It would therefore be reasonable to start with a 21 metre tower, which would be about the 
same height as the existing tower on the same ridgeline, and which would benefit from some 
screening by existing vegetation. 
 
This would then be tested for performance and, only if it was absolutely necessary, up to 2 
additional 3 metre high sections would be added, with testing accompanying the addition of 
each new section. 
 
The maximum height would be limited to 27 metres. 
 
Given the siting of the proposed tower, it is reasonable to expect that there may be a 
demand for a similar structure in this location. 
 
In order to avoid any potential proliferation of towers it would be reasonable for any lease 
and condition of consent to allow the co-location of antennae, dishes or the like on this tower. 
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All of the above is based upon the premise that most infrastructure required/desired by our 
community has a cost – we want good roads but don’t like the idea of clearing trees to build 
them; we want mobile phone services and access to the internet but object to the towers that 
are integral to providing these services. 
 
In the current instance, the cost (being the visual impact of the tower) is considered to be 
reasonable.

The purpose of this report is to seek a Council resolution to proceed with the preparation of a 
Draft Deed of Trust in relation to setting up the Wingecarribee Arts Trust (WAT) and Board. 

REPORT  

The establishment of an independent Wingecarribee Arts Trust and Board was raised as part 
of a report following issues arising from community donations towards funding for the 
installation of the Bert Flugelman Sculpture in Corbett Plaza Bowral and arts projects 
generally. In this regard, Council on 23 September 2009 resolved, inter alia, as follows: 
 
“2. THAT Council support the establishment of an Independent Southern Highlands 

Community Arts Board (SHCAB) (working title). 
 
3. THAT an information session be held for Councillors to discuss the matter prior to a 

report being brought back to Council outlining the terms for the establishment of the 
SHCAB.” 

 
As a result of the resolution by Council, a Councillor Information Session was held on 
21 October 2009 to discuss the advice received from Council’s Solicitor regarding the 
process of establishing such Trust and Board. The following elements were agreed upon and 
are submitted for endorsement by Council. 
 
Name of Trust  
Wingecarribee Arts Trust (WAT) 
 
Board Structure  
 
·  Mayor of the Day 
·  Chairperson of the Wingecarribee Arts and Culture Board Working Group or delegate 
·  Wingecarribee Shire Council General Manager or their Delegate 
·  4 Community Representatives 
Total membership of 7 persons. Chair of the Board would be one of the Community 
representatives. 
 
Role of the Board  
 
To administer the operation of a Trust Fund made up of donations from members of the 
community towards the funding of public art, art related infrastructure and associated 
projects. 
 
Administration of the Trust  
 
Donations would be held in a Trust Fund and expended on the agreement of the Board 
Members on projects nominated by Wingecarribee Shire Council or any other community 
based arts body. 
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The Trust would be established as a Charitable Trust under the meaning of the Charitable 
Trusts Act 1993. The Trust and the Board procedures are to be established by a Trust Deed 
which would be drafted by Council’s Solicitor. Once the Trust Deed is drafted, it will be 
reported to Council for acceptance. As it is intended that the Trust and Board be set up to be 
as transparent as possible, it is strongly recommended that Council seek community 
feedback before formally adopting the Trust Deed.  The Trust Deed will spell out the 
operation of the Trust and Board and cover matters such as frequency of meetings, referral 
of projects to Council for consideration in terms of ongoing responsibility, maintenance and 
public safety of works, setting up and managing the Trust account, fundraising opportunities, 
etc. 
 
In addition to the establishment of the Wingecarribee Arts Trust and Board, it is also noted 
that work has commenced on the preparation of a Public Art Policy which will give guidance 
to the Board in terms of placing public art throughout the community 

MANAGEMENT PLAN ISSUES OR IMPLICATIONS 

Supporting Cultural development is a strong element of Council’s Management Plan. 

POLICY IMPLICATIONS 

The creation of the Deed Trust for the Wingecarribee Arts Trust does not become a 
responsibility of Council unless for unforseen reasons the Board was to fold and the Trust 
wound up in which case it is likely that Council would inherit and administer any funds 
towards public arts projects.  
 
It is also noted that Wingecarribee Shire Council would be represented on the Board by the 
Mayor of the day, the Chairperson of the Wingecarribee Arts and Culture Board Working 
Group and the General Manager. 

BUDGET IMPLICATIONS 

Budget implications are likely to be minimal and may occur as a result of support networks to 
the Board performed by Council’s Community and Cultural Development Officer. 
 

ECOLOGICAL SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT ISSUES 

(i) Environmental Factors

The establishment of the Wingecarribee Arts Trust and Board will provide a conduit for 
members of the Wingecarribee community to make donations towards public art projects 
which can be enjoyed by current and future generations of Wingecarribee Shire and visitors 
to our Shire.

o-EP9 Development Control Plan No. 62 – OLSH Site 

REF: SPM 5800/19 

To report on a letter from the Minister for Planning directing Council to revoke Development 
Control Plan (DCP) No 62 relating to the OLSH site.  

REPORT  

At its meeting of 23 July 2008, Council resolved to prepare a site specific DCP for the OLSH 
site (Lots 1 and 2 DP1101892 and Lots 4 – 11 DP1109214), in Centennial Road, Bowral, to 
assist in dealing with the proposed redevelopment of the site under the State Environmental 
Planning Policy - Seniors Living (SEPP SL).  At its meeting on 8 October 2008 Council 
adopted DCP No.62 which applies to the OLSH site.  A copy of the DCP is attached.   
 
On 5 June 2009 Council received an undated letter from the Minister for Planning requesting 
that “Council amends or revokes the DCP to address the concerns identified by the 
Department”.  The concerns identified in that letter included limitations on the scale and 
character of the development, justification of non-residential uses, no vehicular access from 
Mount Road, no buildings within the identified view corridor, that stands of Ecologically 
Endangered Communities be connected through additional plantings, lighting controls to 
protect the night sky and rezoning of flood-prone land for Public Recreation.    
 
At its meeting on 24 June 2009 Council resolved: 
 
1. THAT Council acknowledge receipt of the undated letter from the Minister. 
 
2. THAT Council reject outright the Minister’s request to amend or revoke DCP No 62. 
 
3. THAT Council continue with its proposition to ensure that the land is not zoned for 

seniors living in the DCP. 
 
4. THAT Council seek an opinion from its legal adviser with respect to taking Court action 

against the Minister with regard to its processes. 
 
In a letter from the Mayor to the Minister dated 7 July 2009, the Minister was advised that 
“Council was not willing to revoke or amend the DCP.  The DCP was prepared in accordance 
with the relevant Regulations and reflects the constraints upon the property and the issues 
that would be relevant in any assessment process.  It is a legitimate local planning tool aimed 
at ensuring appropriate outcomes”.  
 
As no response was received to that letter, a second letter was sent to the Minister on 16 
September 2009 asking “whether or not your undated letter, received by Council on 5 June 
2009, constitutes a formal request to revoke or amend the DCP that currently applies to the 
OLSH site in Bowral”.  The letter also stated “that the DCP in question does no more than 
highlight relevant and obvious constraints upon the property that would be relevant in the 
assessment of any development proposal for this site and Council will strenuously argue its 
rights to retain the plan”. 
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On 13 October 2009 Council received a reply from the Minister, dated 6 October 2009, 
advising Council that, “under section 74F of the Environmental Planning and Assessment 
Act, I must now direct Council to revoke DCP No 62 within one month of receipt of this letter 
to provide much needed certainty for the community on the appropriate planning controls for 
this key site”.  A copy of the letter is attached. 
 
Section 74(F) of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act, 1979 states: 

74F   Minister may direct councils with respect to develo pment control plans  

(1)  The Minister may, subject to the regulations (if any), direct a council to make, amend or 
revoke a development control plan in the time and manner specified in the direction. 

(2)  A council to which a direction is given under this section must comply with the direction in 
accordance with its terms. 

(3)  If a council fails to comply with a direction of the Minister under this section, the Minister 
may make, amend or revoke the development control plan as if the Minister were the 
council. 

(4)  A development control plan made, amended or revoked by the Minister under this 
section has effect, or ceases to have effect as the case may be, as if it were made, 
amended or revoked by the council. 

(5)  The Minister in making, amending or revoking a development control plan under this 
section is not subject to the regulations. 

(6)  Section 74C (2) does not apply to development control plan made by or at the direction 
of the Minister under this section. 

 
On Thursday 22 October 2009 Council met with representatives from the Department of 
Planning to discuss the contents of the Minister’s letter.  The main issues of concern include 
the two (2) storey height limit across the entire site, the prohibition of buildings within the 
view corridor and the prohibition of vehicular access via Mount Road. 

MANAGEMENT PLAN ISSUES OR IMPLICATIONS 

Development Control Plan No 62 is consistent with the principles of Council’s Management 
Plan. 

POLICY IMPLICATIONS 

DCP No 62, in conjunction with the current WLEP 1989 is the primary planning control for 
development of the OLSH site.   
 

BUDGET IMPLICATIONS 

Staff time and resources will need to be reassigned to review and redraft the DCP to satisfy 
the Minister’s request.

REPORT OF DIRECTOR ENVIRONMENT & PLANNING 

ECOLOGICAL SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT ISSUES 

(i) Environmental Factors 
DCP No 62 currently affords protection to the significant stands of vegetation within and on 
the edge of the site.  These protections may be lost without a site specific DCP. 
  
(ii) Social Factors 
Draft DCP No 62 was placed on public exhibition and there was strong interest in it.  
Following exhibition, the draft DCP was reviewed to incorporate a number of community 
concerns. 
 
(iii) Economic Factors 
Nil. 
 

CONCLUSION 

DCP No.62 is a properly made Plan under the provisions of the Environmental Planning and 
Assessment Act 1979.  The revocation of the Plan would leave the site with no site-specific 
development controls.   
 
Although Council could legally challenge the Minister’s actions, it would need to demonstrate 
that her decision was unreasonable to the extent that she should not have made that 
decision. A more prudent response would be for Council to work with the property owner and 
the public to address issues of concern in DCP No.62. This indicates Council’s willingness to 
reach a resolution which satisfies all affected parties.

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Citation  

This plan shall be cited as the Wingecarribee Development Control Plan No.62. 

Land to which the Plan applies 

This Development Control Plan applies to the land edged heavy black on Map 1 being 
described as Lots1 and 2 DP1101892 and Lots 4 – 11 DP1109214.  

Purpose 

The purpose of the Development Control Plan is to provide guidelines and controls which will 
assist the assessment of Development Applications made for this site in respect of Housing 
for Seniors or People with a Disability. 

The purpose of such guidelines is to ensure that development proposals utilising the 
provisions of the SEPP SL do so in a manner that is respectful of the opportunities and 
constraints of the subject land and of the local context. 

Date of Commencement 

This plan was adopted by Council on 8 October, 2008 and came into effect on 15 October, 
2008. 

Associated Planning Instruments 

The Plan has been prepared in accordance with, and to satisfy the requirements of, the 
Environmental Planning & Assessment (EPA) Act and the EPA Regulation. 

This DCP should be read in conjunction with: 

·  State Environmental Planning Policy - Housing for Seniors or People with a Disability. 
·  Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 1989. 
·  Draft Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 2007. 

Objectives 

The objectives of this plan are: 

(a) To ensure the scale and character of development is respectful of the low 
density residential character of the Bowral west area. 

 
(b) To ensure important existing landscape and natural vegetation features of the 

site and adjoining land, including Council land, are recognised, protected and 
embellished, particularly the Eucalyptus macarthurii located on the corner of 
Kirkham and Centennial Roads. 

 
(c) To provide a management plan for the connection of the two EEC stands 

through appropriate plantings. 
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(d) To ensure that any existing buildings on the site with recognised heritage 

values are examined for their potential for adaptive reuse as part of any 
redevelopment scheme  

 
(e) To minimise potential traffic impacts on surrounding local roads 

 
(f) To avoid development encroaching upon the flood plain of Mittagong Creek 

 
(g) To minimise the potential impacts on the environment and on the amenity of 

local residents associated with lengthy construction periods 

Development Concepts 

Any Development Application for the site made for the purpose of seniors living must 
address the following development concepts in conjunction with the Objectives of the Plan 
and the Notes that accompany the Map.  

Council will assess any DA lodged for the site that seeks to utilise the provisions of SEPP 
SL, against the provisions of the plan objectives, the notes that accompany Map 1 and the 
following development concepts. 

Character 

The site needs to become part of the local area rather than a site that is simply driven past. It 
cannot afford to turn its back on Centennial Road. Therefore, it is essential that the character 
of the development, as viewed from passing traffic on Centennial Road, be similar to the low 
density residential character of the area in general. That is, individual dwellings in large 
garden settings. Higher density components of proposed development can be achieved 
behind this low density frontage.  

Centennial Road frontage must have dwellings that address and have vehicular and 
pedestrian access directly on to Centennial Road and have the appearance of separate 
dwelling houses, although they may contain more than one dwelling.  

No buildings will be permitted on a portion of Lot 4 on the corner of Centennial and Kirkham 
Roads which is within the View Corridor identified on Map 1. 

Conversely, the Mount Road frontage is best maintained having a low traffic, semi rural 
character, with development set back well into the site rather than at the street front.  

Residential development is restricted to a maximum 2 storeys throughout the site.  

The riparian zone and floodplain of Mittagong Creek is to be maintained as a natural area, 
free from development other than that which provides public access for recreation. 

Access 

No vehicular access to the site from Mount Road 
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At least two access roads into the site from Centennial Road (see Map) that promote 
the integration of the site as part of the local network. Roads within the site can remain 
private roads rather than being dedicated to Council. 

Landscape 

The two stands of existing EEC on the site must be retained and embellished (See notes on 
Map).    

An arborist’s report must accompany any Development Application and provide: 

(a) a detailed plan for connecting the two EEC stands through the planting of appropriate 
species, and  

(b) a survey of all other existing tree cover on the site and on adjacent land, including 
Council land.  The location and condition of the Eucalyptus macarthurii, located on the 
corner of Centennial and Kirkham Roads is to be particularly addressed.  

Council will consider the Safe Useful Life Expectancy rating of existing trees on the site, with 
a preference for retention of trees that can be accommodated into a comprehensive 
replanting scheme for the site that is focused on embellishing both the native vegetation and 
the plantings of deciduous species to reflect the Southern Highlands character of the site. 

Heritage  

Any Development Application must be supported by a Heritage Impact Statement that fully 
canvases the value of the existing buildings, gardens and formal plantings on the site as 
local items of heritage (see Map). This includes the Chapel, Convent, Boarding College, War 
Memorial Hall and tree lined driveway. The statement must fully explore the options for 
adaptive reuse of the identified buildings and retention of landscape elements.  The 
statement must also include a survey of Aboriginal Heritage, particularly of Lot 4 on the 
corner of Centennial and Kirkham Roads. 

Protection of the Night Sky 

All lighting on the site will be designed to ensure that it does not impact on the quality of the 
night sky or in any other way adversely impact on surrounding residential development. 

Non Residential Facilities  

Non residential uses that may be proposed on the site must at all times remain ancillary to 
the residential nature of the development and be primarily for the benefit of residents of the 
development. A scale of non residential activity that relies for commercial viability on the 
custom of the general public will not be supported. Such uses could include, but would not be 
limited to, gymnasium, pool, hairdresser, beautician, medical/health practitioners. Any 
development application must provide comprehensive details of any proposed non 
residential uses. 
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Staging and Construction  

As the site is very large, the construction phase of any proposal is likely to extend over many 
years. Any development application must be supported by a comprehensive staging plan and 
Construction Management Plan. This will assist in 

·  ensuring the potential disruption to local residents is minimised  
·  ensuring the potential impacts to the natural environment are minimised  
·  ensuring the timing of development contributions are appropriate    

Major clearing and earthworks must be consistent with the approved staging plan. 

Voluntary Planning Agreement  

A Voluntary Planning Agreement is the preferred mechanism for the establishment of 
appropriate development contributions arising as a result of development of the site.

THAT adoption of the Draft Moss Vale Development Control  Plan be deferred for 
further consideration to the Ordinary Meeting of Co uncil to be held on Wednesday, 
23 September 2009. 
 
A copy of the report presented to Council on 26 August 2009 is provided as Attachment 1  to 
the report. 
 
The Draft DCP was reviewed and further clarified and all maps updated to reflect Council’s 
zoning decisions following exhibition of the draft 2009 Local Environmental Plan.  The Draft 
DCP was also discussed at the Local Environmental Plan Sunset Committee Working Group 
on 21 October 2009.  
 
The changes resulting from exhibition and review are highlighted in grey within the revised 
Draft DCP circulated separated as Attachment 2 .

ECOLOGICAL SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT ISSUES 

(i) Environmental Factors 
The controls contained within the Moss Vale DCP will ensure that the character of the town 
will be retained whilst at the same time ensuring that new development embraces the 
principles of sustainable development. 

 
(ii) Social Factors 
The controls within the Moss Vale DCP will provide continued opportunities for residential 
development appropriate to the existing character of Moss Vale township, as well as 
employment opportunities.   

 
(iii) Economic Factors 
The commercial area of Moss Vale has been recognised and zoned to ensure an appropriate 
clustering of businesses thus contributing to the ongoing viability of the township for 
residents as well as visitors. 

CONCLUSION 

The attached Draft DCP has been amended addressing the issues raised within the public 
submissions received during the exhibition as well as from comments from Development and 
Building Services Branch and Councillors. It is considered that the Draft DCP is now in a 
format which can be adopted and implemented for developments within Moss Vale township.

o-EP11 Proposed Extraction of Trachyte: Mt Gibralta r 

REF: DEP PN 457300, PN801900, PN375300; PN1111002; PN1111001 

The NSW Department of Commerce and the Sydney City Council have requested access to 
freshly quarried trachyte from the Mt Gibraltar Quarries for the maintenance of historic 
buildings as a part of the NSW Government’s Centenary Stonework Program.  The project 
would involve extraction of new material from the quarry. 

REPORT  

The NSW Department of Commerce and the Sydney City Council have requested access to 
freshly quarried trachyte from the Mt Gibraltar Quarries for the maintenance of historic 
buildings as a part of the NSW Government’s Centenary Stonework Program (Attachment 1). 
 
BACKGROUND  
 
“Mt. Gibraltar was quarried for almost 100 years from c.1886 – 1986…’Mount Gibraltar 
Microsyenite’ is the technical name for the particular type of trachyte rock that forms the 
mountain.  At the time of quarrying there was a belief that a government tax could be avoided 
by working the rock under the generic name ‘Bowral Trachyte”.  Local pragmatism prevailed 
and a wide market was established for the stone under that name.  It was very hard to work, 
but its strength and its fine grain, which took a beautiful polish, made it valuable to architects 
and builders.  Many buildings of note constructed at the turn of the century contained Bowral 
Trachyte”. Source The Gib: Mount Gibraltar: Southern Highlands, Mt. Gibraltar Landcare & 
Bushcare. 
 
A number of buildings of both State and National significance in Sydney are constructed of 
Bowral Trachyte.  The colour, profile and texture of Bowral Trachyte is unique, making the Mt 
Gibraltar Quarries the only known source of the material.  The Centenary Stonework 
Program operated by the NSW Department of Commerce has operated since 1991 with its 
main focus being on the conservation and repair of government owned buildings of heritage 
significance.  Predominantly the buildings on the program are constructed of sandstone, but 
there are a number of significant buildings either constructed or partly constructed of Bowral 
Trachyte that require conservation and maintenance works including: The Queen Victoria 
Building, Art Gallery of NSW, State Library and Central Railway Station.  
 
The NSW Department of Commerce has previously purchased and removed a small amount 
of stone that had already been quarried and left at the quarry site.  The material now required 
would involve cutting into the existing quarry to extract a fresh supply as the existing 
remnants of cut stone are unsuitable. 
 
In February this year a site visit was arranged, and this was attended by: 
 

·  Council’s DEP, MDBS, Town Planner and Natural Resources Supervisor; 
·  Sydney City Council’s Councillor John McInerney and City Infrastructure Manager 

(Chairman and member respectively of the Council’s Sandstone and Trachyte sub-
committee; and 
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·  the Manager of the Minister for Commerce’s Centenary Stonework Program (also a 
member of the sub-committee). 

 
The purpose of this on-site meeting was to: 
 

·  view the area proposed for extraction (ie the western quarry area); 
·  discuss the various issues associated with extraction (as discussed later in this 

report); and 
·  confirm that only a relatively small quantity  of material is required (ie between 30 and 

50 blocks of 3 to 5 cubic metres each equating to less than 200 cubic metres in total). 
 
Attachment 3 is an extract from the Briefing Paper to the Minister for Commerce, Carmel

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·  Zoning/ Permissibility 
 
Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 1989 
 
The trachyte quarries are located within the Mt. Gibraltar Reserve.  The site of the actual 
quarries which are most likely to be used is zoned Proposed Recreation 6(d) under 
Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 1989 which does not permit quarrying.  
The Mt. Gibraltar Quarries are listed as items of Environmental Heritage on Schedule 2 of 
Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 1989.

Clause 31B of WLEP 1989 (the heritage incentives clause) does permit uses otherwise 
prohibited under the LEP but the clause specifically relates to the conservation of “buildings”. 
It is considered that in this case because the heritage item is a quarry and not a building, this 
clause can not be applied. 
 
Draft Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 2009 
 
The quarries will be zoned E2 Environmental Conservation under the Draft WLEP2009. This 
zone does not permit quarrying (extraction of stone).  The heritage provisions under this LEP 
are almost the same as under the current LEP with the heritage incentives clause referring to 
buildings. 
 

·  Part 3A – Major Infrastructure and Other Projects, Environmental Planning & 
Assessment Act, 1979 

 
This part of the Act applies to development declared under this section being development 
that is considered major infrastructure of State or regional significance.  Given the State 
significance of the trachyte resource in relation to State significant heritage items in the City it 
is possible that this part of the Act could be applied. 
 

·  Mt. Gibraltar Endangered Ecological Community. 
 
The Mt. Gibraltar Endangered Ecological Community is located within the Mt. Gibraltar 
Reserve.  Any proposal to extract material must be accompanied with a full assessment on 
the impact on this community.  Initially this involves an Assessment of Significance (7 part 
test) under Section 5A of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act, 1979.  Should 
the test show an impact then a species impact statement will be required and possibly an 
EIS. 
 

·  Land Classification, Local Government Act 1993 
 
The land is classified as community under the Local Government Act, 1993.  It is understood 
that the Mt. Gibraltar Reserve does not have a Plan of Management.  Council is to prepare a 
Draft Plan of Management for the reserve within the next 12 months which can address the 
extraction of material for heritage buildings for maintenance or restoration purposes only.  In 
the interim a lack of Plan of Management for the site could pose a problem as section 44 of 
the Local Government Act 1993 No 30 states: 
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44   Use of community land pending adoption of plan of m anagement  

Pending the adoption of a plan of management for community land, the nature and use of 
the land must not be changed. 

 
It may be possible to argue that the fundamental use of the site will not change (given the 
temporary nature of the extraction activity and limited use of material). 
Parks and Property Branch 
 
The Parks and Property Branch have provided a list of environmental controls which will 
need to be addressed as a part of any extraction proposal (Attachment 2). 
 
Other Considerations 
 
Bowral Trachyte is a finite resource and is located in an area no longer considered 
appropriate for a fully operational quarry.  However, the extraction of a small amount of 
trachyte for the purposes of maintaining heritage significant buildings is considered to be a 
valid reason to allow the extraction of some stone.  It should be stipulated however, that this 
stone should only be used in conjunction with the conservation and maintenance of 
significant buildings or structures. 
 
The extraction of the trachyte and supply to the NSW Department of Commerce also 
provides an opportunity for some improvements to be made to the quarry site such as 
fencing, interpretive signage, restoration/stabilisation works or a monetary contribution to 
works associated with the quarry. 
 
Community consultation particularly with the Mt Gibraltar Landcare and Bushcare Group is 
considered important.  It is recommended that a community liaison group be established as a 
part of any extraction project.    
 

MANAGEMENT PLAN ISSUES OR IMPLICATIONS 

There are no management plan issues or implications identified in this report. 

POLICY IMPLICATIONS 

There are no policy implications identified in this report. 

BUDGET IMPLICATIONS 

There are no budget implications identified in this report. 

ECOLOGICAL SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT ISSUES 

(i) Environmental Factors 
There are a number of environmental factors which will need to be addressed before a 
development such as this can be approved.  These factors will need to be covered in the 
development application, specifically issues raised in Attachment 2. 
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(ii) Social Factors 
There are social issues in association with the heritage significance of both the quarry and 
the buildings constructed from Bowral Trachyte. 

 
(iii) Economic Factors 
The extraction of a small amount of material will have no broad economic impact except in 
relation to the benefits that could be achieved for the quarry and in association with the 
conservation and maintenance of significant buildings. 

CONCLUSION 

In conclusion, Mt. Gibraltar is the only known source of Bowral Trachyte which has been 
used in the construction of a number of highly significant buildings.  The NSW Department of 
Commerce and Sydney City Council have requested a fresh supply of material in order to 
maintain significant buildings and structures as a part of the Centenary Stonework Program.  
This would involve cutting into one of the existing quarry faces to extract material. 
 
Quarrying is a prohibited use under both WLEP 1989 and DLEP 2009, and furthermore, 
there are other issues such as the lack of a Plan of Management and the “community” 
classification of the site under the Local Government Act 1993. 
 
Given the complexity of the issues and the significance of the material to the State of NSW it 
is recommended that this project be declared as a Part 3A project under the Environmental 
Planning and Assessment Act, 1979.  Since Council is the landowner it would still have a 
significant role in the process and could refuse access to the material if need be.  Generally 
however, it is considered that the project is an important one both locally and to the State 
and should be supported.

A list of Council’s investments as at 30 September 2009 has been included on Attachment 1 
for information. All Investments have been made in accordance with the Local Government 
Act, the Regulations and Council’s Investment Policy. 
 
It should be noted that the investments have been listed at their face value and also an 
estimated market value. This market value has been provided to Council by the ANZ bank as 
Council’s Safe Custody nominee. The ANZ have advised that these values are based on a 
forecast model and information from a number of market providers and participants. As 
stated these figures are only estimates which may not necessarily reflect the potential 
“realisable value” or the actual value if the CDO’s were sold in the current market conditions.  
 
Market value is typically a combination of interest rates, credit quality and liquidity. It can be 
clearly seen that the current values have been severely impacted by the current credit crisis, 
world recession and lack of available markets. 
  
Interest received from investments totalled $483,284.50 as at 30th September 2009.

As previously advised the Act provides for transitional phasing to the new legislation over 
three years.  The timeframe for each of the Groups is as follows:

�  Group 2: Community Strategic Plan and Delivery Program adopted by 30 June 2011. 
�  Group 3: Community Strategic Plan and Delivery Program adopted by 30 June 2012. 

 
The Division of Local Government will be writing to the General Manager requesting 
nomination into one of the three Groups outlined above.  Council resolution is a requirement 
of the Division for Group nomination.

Reporting on round two of additional funding of $220 million, by the Federal Government for 
the Regional and Local Community Infrastructure Programs (RLCIP) in 2009-2010. 
 

REPORT 

On 25 June 2009 the Australian Government announced that an additional $220 million will be 
available to boost the Regional and Local Community Infrastructure Programs (RLCIP). 
 
Under this program there are two components: a non-competitive, direct allocation of $100 million 
shared amongst all local governments; and a competitive component where $120 million will be 
made available for a limited number of large strategic projects seeking a minimum 
Commonwealth contribution of $1million. 
 
Council received notification on 9 October 2009, that applications for the Regional & Local 
Community Infrastructure Program 2009-10 (RLCIP) ($100 million – Non-competitive) are 
now open and all project proposals must be submitted to EGrants by midnight on Friday 20 
November 2009. 
 
All Councils will receive a base grant of $30,000 and the 105 councils classified as urban 
fringe or urban regional according to the Australian Classification of Local Government Code 
and who have at least 30,000 residents will receive an additional growth component of 
$150,000.  All councils with at least 5,000 residents will share in the distribution of the 
remaining funds in proportion to their 2008/09 general purpose Financial Assistance Grant.   
Following this criteria Wingecarribee Shire Council is eligible for a further $326,000 in the 
2009-10 program.   
 
It is noted that grant funds cannot be expended on transport infrastructure such as roads and 
that eligible projects must be additional and ready to proceed or additional stages of current 
projects.  The details of this grant program are included as Attachment 1.

Councillors discussed a number of projects that this funding could be allocated to, as listed in 
the table below:

The purpose of the report is to review and adopt changes to Council’s Policy of Trees to 
reflect current management practices. 

REPORT  

Council adopted its current Tree Management Policy on Roadside Reserves and the 
Roadside Management Plan and Procedure Manual on 15 December 2004.  In accordance 
with changing and improving management practices there is a need to review and update the 
policy.  The reviewed policy will then facilitate the revision of the procedure manual to reflect 
Council’s policy on tree management.   
 
The policy has been reviewed to address several key items: 

1) The need for a consistent approach to tree management for all trees on Public Land 
(Roadside Vegetation, Parks, Sports Fields and Bushland); 

2) Risk Management strategy and hierarchy ; 
3) Sustainable management of trees in the Shire. 

 
These key issues have been considered in conjunction with the seven key elements of the 
previous policy: 

a) Ambience of the landscape;

g) Maintenance procedures. 

 
As with the previous policy the Shire Trees will be managed in accordance with the Road 
Side Management Plan and Procedure Manual and this document will be reviewed to reflect 
current Best practice and consultation with stakeholders including:

·  Roads and Traffic Branch; 
·  Water and Sewerage Branch; 
·  Risk Management Coordinator; 
·  Rural Fire Services.
